Sacrament of Confirmation I
The policy of Blessed Sacrament Parish, in conjunction with the Guidelines
presented by the Bishop, is to provide social, spiritual, and stewardship
experiences for our candidates prior to the direct preparation for the Sacrament
of Confirmation. A variety of ways are offered to give the candidates a
connection with their faith, their peers, and their parish.

It is an expectation that all candidates:

*#*Actively participate in all scheduled faith formation classes and activities.
*#* Arrive on time and have assignments completed promptly.
***Be involved in both the liturgical and sacramental life of the church.

The individual candidate will be asked to begin direct preparation for the
Sacrament of Confirmation if the above expectations are met and the
candidate shows signs of readiness including:

*#*A personal faith commitment

*#* An appreciation of Sacred Scripture as God’s revelation and as an invitation
to an ongoing relationship.

*#* A consciousness of faith community as observed in participating in Sunday

Liturgy and stewardship opportunities both within the parish and the larger
community.
