PRESCHOOL:  Dress will consist of play clothes that may include jeans and tennis shoes.  

Jeans should not have holes in them.  Sandals, clogs, open toe and open heel shoes are not 

permitted due to safety reasons.  Children must wear socks/tights at all times. 

 

GIRLS:  KINDERGARTEN – GRADE 4   

 

• Plaid Jumper/Skirt/Skorts 

• White Blouse/White or Navy Blue Polo Shirt (Long/short sleeve) 

• White/Navy Blue Sweater/Vest 

• Navy Blue Pants/Shorts (Shorts can be worn Sept/Oct & May/June) 

• Navy Blue Sweatshirt w/logo (Crew Neck or Hooded) 

• Navy Blue Zip-Up Fleece Vest w/logo 

• Socks (White, Navy or Black – solid in color) 

• Shoes (Dress shoes or tennis shoes are permitted.  Sandals, clogs, Birkenstock 

types, Crocs, open toed or open heel shoes are NOT permitted due to safety 

concerns.) 

 

If a tee-shirt is worn underneath a shirt, it must be solid white with no designs.  

Shirts/blouses must be tucked in at all times. 

 

 

GIRLS:  GRADES 5 – 8 

 

• Plaid Skirt/Skorts 

• White Blouse/White or Navy Blue Polo Shirt (Long/short sleeve) 

• White/Navy Blue Sweater/Vest 

• Navy Blue Pants/Shorts (Shorts can be worn Sept/Oct & May/June) 

Grades 6/7/8 only – Khaki Pants/Shorts permitted 

• Navy Blue Sweatshirt (Crew Neck or Hooded) 

• Navy Blue Zip-Up Fleece Vest w/logo 

• Socks (White, Navy or Black – solid in color) 

• Shoes (Dress shoes or tennis shoes are permitted.  Sandals, clogs, 

Birkenstock types, Crocs, open toed or open heel shoes are NOT permitted.) 



 

BOYS:  K-8 

• White Oxford/Navy Blue/White Polo Shirt (Long/short sleeve) 

• White/Navy Blue Sweater/Vest 

• Navy Blue Pants/Shorts (Shorts can be worn Sept/Oct & May/June)  

Grades 6/7/8 only – Khaki Pants/Shorts permitted  

• Navy Blue Sweatshirt (Crew Neck or Hooded) 

• Navy Blue Zip-Up Fleece Vest w/logo 

• Socks (White, Navy or Black – solid in color) 

• Shoes (Dress shoes or tennis shoes are permitted.  Sandals, clogs, 

Birkenstock types, Crocs, open toed or open heel shoes are NOT permitted.) 

 

If a tee-shirt is worn underneath a shirt, it must be solid white with no designs.  Shirts 

must be tucked in at all times. 

 

 

Accessories – No make-up, nail polish, dangling earrings or distracting jewelry is 

permitted.  Earrings are not permitted for boys during school hours.  No body piercing, 

other than earrings is allowed.  No tattoos.  Necklaces/jewelry religious in nature are 

permitted.  Appropriateness of jewelry worn will be determined by administration and 

staff.  No heavy chains or wallet chains are permitted.  If hair is colored or dyed, it must 

be of a natural color.  No fad/punk or shaved head hairstyles.  Boy’s hair should not go 

below the collar line. 

 

Gym Clothing 

  

 Gym clothing must be purchased at Educational Outfitters – 

Navy Sweatpants, wind pants, gym shorts and white or navy t-shirts.  Uniform clothes are 

also permitted on Gym days.  

 

Dress-Up Days 

 

Dress-up Days will be listed on the monthly school calendar.  Jean Days will also be 

listed on the calendar.  Dress-up Days are meant to provide a variety in the dress code for 

students.  The following are not considered acceptable for either Dress-up Days or 

Jean Days: 

 

 Sleeveless tops/tank tops/spaghetti strap tops/tube tops/crop tops 

 Spandex shorts, excessive jewelry, inappropriate logo’s/language 

 Make-up of any kind 

  Hats or baseball caps unless specified on the calendar 

 

 

***Students may not wear clothing that is excessively large or excessively small or tight 

(i.e. shirts, sweaters, pants, sweatshirts, shorts). 
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
