A Year of Formation

How often do you contemplate the meaning of life or consider that there has to be more to
life? Have you recently had a life event that has left you feeling empty, wanting, hopeless or
lost? How long have you been putting off that urge to get serious about your life or your
faith? Each of us has likely asked one or more of these questions recently. If you're one of
the few that has actually done something toward answering the questions or obtaining
fulfillment, how do you know that you're doing the right actions? What are the right actions?

As a baptized Catholic you likely have several callings. Perhaps marriage, parenthood, or
the single or religious life is God’s desire for you. These are valid and valuable vocations, but
our first calling is to discipleship. The US Conference of Catholic Bishops’ pastoral letter
entitled “"STEWARDSHIP: A Disciples Response” says, “The Christian vocation is essentially
a call to be a disciple of Jesus. Stewardship is a part of that. Even more to the point,
however, Christians are called to be good stewards of the personal vocations they receive.
Each of us must discern, accept and live out joyfully and generously the commitments,
responsibilities, and roles to which God calls him or her.” Discipleship requires that we live
not for ourselves, but to serve God in a continuation of Christ’s mission to bring the Good
News of God’s saving love to each and every person. That is often a difficult mission to
remember let alone to live out daily, but that is exactly what we are called to do.

The “good news” is that we are not left to do it alone; Jesus does not leave us orphaned.
Jesus promised to remain in his disciples and give them (us) the Holy Spirit, who is ever
present. God has also given us each other “As each has received a gift, use it to serve
one another as good stewards of God’s varied grace... " (1 Peter 4:10). Clearly our role
as disciples is to serve one another.

Over the past two years we have introduced aspects of stewardship and a path to a
“Steward’s Way of Life” with themes of Gratitude and Prayer. In 2008/09, our theme was A
Year of Gratitude ; we focused on recognizing all that we have received is a gift from God’s
infinite generosity and abundance. We began to learn how to return in gratitude a portion of
what we have received, through our time, talent, treasure. During 2009/10’s Year of Prayer ,
with this sense of gratitude, we were encouraged to prayerfully give thanks to God and ask
for a conversion of heart, a heart that embraces stewardship as a disciples way of life.

In 2010/11 we will focus on the “Spirituality of Stewardship.” We will continue to
encourage you to better recognize the extent of God’s gifts and their purpose in our lives.
Firmly connected to our Catholic Faith, we will explore what it means to be “good stewards of
God’s varied grace.”

Stewardship is not simply giving back 10% of our time, talent and treasure; that is tithe.
Stewardship is about how we use 100% of the gifts we have been given. It's about
developing a faith strong enough to let go of every worry and fear that pulls us away from our
true calling. It's about living fully in Christ's love and living as Christ called you to live, to
serve God, not ourselves; and being ok with that.

Comfortably embracing the spirituality of stewardship will help us to focus on letting go
and allowing God to develop us into who we really are. This is not a new concept for many of
us, but it may feel far from reach in a world that constantly tempts us to focus on our own life,
build worldly treasures and control our own destiny. Jesus invites us to rest in him and
promises the ultimate reward for our trust, commitment and love. We can be like that lump of
clay in the potter's hands and let Jesus form us in his love, as the Father has formed Him.

Make a commitment today to move forward in your faith; offer yourself as clay to God as
your potter. Ask God in prayer to mold you into the disciple that He created you to be. Try the
Stewardship Prayer found on page 7. With God’s infinite grace, you will find yourself
moving forward in ways unimaginable.

A year ago we began planning for the IHM 2010 Parish Census, which we kicked off in
January of this year. The Census involved updating parishioner records, removing
families from parish rolls who no longer are members of IHM, and soliciting input and
feedback with a short survey. The Census is now complete, and I'd like to thank

Mike Draminski, Malinda Lott, Don Maluchnik , all those who helped by making
follow-up phone calls (too many to list!), and Judy Thomas, Linda Richard and all of
the parish office staff for all of their help and support in this important endeavor.

Prior to this Census we had 1,454 households registered. Now we have 1,139
households registered. This is a significant decrease (20%), and we know many
families have moved away due to job changes, while other families were registered as
parish members but did not participate in the IHM community. We also know we have
had new families join IHM during this time, so the actual number of former parishioners
who are no longer on the parish rolls is even higher than a simple comparison of
“before” and “after” numbers show.

However, the numbers do give us reason for hope. The 1,139 households now
registered have all said “Yes, we are members of IHM Parish”. With a smaller number
of registered households, who have all made a statement that they want to be part of
IHM, we can focus our resources on fewer people, which will enable us to do more with
what we have. Our challenge is to make this parish as alive and vibrant as it can be by
making sure we welcome and involve all of our members.

On the next pages you will find a summary of the Census Survey results. It's
encouraging that a high percentage of respondents attend weekend Mass regularly,
feel welcomed at IHM, and see the bulletin providing valuable information. At the same
time, the survey responses represent less than half of our

registered households —so there are a lot of people in our

parish we're not hearing from. You'll see in the general

comments (pages 5 —6) that parishioners hold varying

opinions, especially when it comes to the liturgy — meaning

we can't please everyone, but our goal is to provide an

overall positive experience for our parishioners.

Our challenge is to reach out to all of our members, to find
out what they want and need from their parish community.
Over the next months you'll begin to see surveys and other
requests for input and feedback designed to give our entire
parish a voice in what we do and who we are as a Catholic
Christian community. | hope and pray that when asked to
participate in these activities that
you will do so prayerfully, so that
IHM can become a stronger, more
faith-filled community, dedicated to
stewardship of the gifts God has so
graciously blessed us with.

May God bless you and keep you
strong in faith in Jesus Christ!

What does the parish census have to do with the stewardship? Participation in the
Census helps members of the Church fulfill their stewardship obligation to serve
one another.

The US Catholic Conference of Bishops, in their Pastoral Letter on Stewardship,
talk about who the church is comprised of and what responsibilities its member
hold: “The New Covenant in and through Christ—the reconciliation he effects
between humankind and God - forms a community: the new People of God, the
Body of Christ, the Church. Because it's individual members do collectively make
up the Body of Christ, that body’s spiritual health and well-being are the
responsibility of the members—the personal responsibility of each one of us. We
all are stewards of the Church.”

In order to fulfill this obligation, we seek to know who is in our parish and what
they need from us to help them on their faith journey. These needs range from the
sacraments, faith formation, to the corporal works of mercy. We also strive to help
each member identify and use their God-given gifts to help each other. The
census helps us to begin this process.

As stewards of our faith and stewards of the church, we recognize that
our membership in the church is not a passive one. We are called to be
disciples; active disciples of Christ. Each of us has been given gifts for
the benefit of the church and as active members who offer up our gifts
for others, we will likewise realize the benefits of the gifts bestowed on
our brothers and sisters. “As to each individual the manifestation of the
Spirit is given for some benefit” (1 Cor 12:7), so stewardship in an
ecclesial setting means cherishing and fostering the gifts of all, while
using one’s own gifts to serve the community of faith. (USCCB - A

disciple of Christ; as a steward of God’s many gifts, you and | are
compelled to actively participate in all of the activities that support
Christ’'s Church; all for the glory of God.

Would like an area in the bulletin addressing dogma or procedural
items, i.e., how to sign up to have a Mass said and the fee.

I wish we could mix some more traditional hymns into the liturgy.

We love the Masses with contemporary music and would
welcome more music from the Christian radio station.

I love the addition of "Praise and Worship" songs, however | feel
there is a time and place for "social justice” songs and every
Sunday is not the time and place. It comes across as semi-
offensive.

Secular songs (even just the music without the words) are
inappropriate during the Mass and are very distracting! NO
Michael Jackson should be played during Mass.

Don't have the music so loud, so you can sing.

Could priests remain at the ambo when preaching? Less
"wandering" would be less distracting and perhaps assist in
keeping them focused and less repetitive.

Please consider a "loop" hearing system. All person who wears



hearing aid does is set hearing aid switch to T-coil and
they can hear everything. Many parishioners wear aids.
Thanks for the page number boards for the music/
songs--very helpful.

| believe it would greatly enrich our parish to have adult
servers at Mass. Alternate with teens.

| really enjoy the prayer booklet that we get for the
different seasons. | wish there was a booklet for every
day. If there is, could | have information on where | could
get one. Thank you. Thank you for getting them for
parishioners.

| would like the choir to put on a special musical event
once a year over and above Christmas and Easter. We
can do it. We have the best director and he loves music
and so do we.

Appreciate the fact the phone call is made to remind day
that son should serve at Mass. Wants Sunday night
Mass back. Felt like we were going to a concert...all
they do is sing. Wished they had more Communal
Penance services No Longer Member - goes to
Resurrection because we don't have Sunday night
Mass. Would consider coming back if we had Sunday
night Mass

| think we have less people in church compared to 5
years ago. Put our Mass schedule in the newspaper or
invite new members via the media. Produce a local
Catholic TV series on maybe PBS - that Mass from St.
Thomas is not vibrant enough to encourage new
members.

Try to get more children for the school — advertise - take
Catholic and non-Catholic kids. Try to get the small
children involved in Mass, special prayers, sessions for
kids, separate envelope collection just for the kids that
they bring up themselves, occasional sermons just for
kids, let them feel part of the community.

We would like Sunday 7:30 am Mass to change to 7:45.
| feel everyone taking wine from the same goblet is very
unsanitary - | think the wine should be in individual little
cups like other churches use. Because of the way it is
done | never receive the Blood of Christ.

Would like to sing Christmas songs the whole month of
December. Suggest from time to time you cover in your
homily: abortion, sex outside the sacrament of marriage,
when is the proper time to receive communion, mortal
vs. venial sins, purgatory hell and heaven, etc.

What's with all the “Amens” - | find it distracting.

At the Christmas Eve Mass there were no worship aids
for those sitting or standing in the gathering space. It felt
like we were left out in the cold (figuratively and literally).
Also the music selections were quite unfamiliar for the
most part so we sat in silence during all but one hymn.

| wish there were some opportunities for some traditional
worship - such as an occasional High Mass, incense,
chant, stuff like that. God bless.

I've seen other parishes do anointing of the sick during
Mass. As a parish community/family, it would be nice to
show how much the church cares for those seeking
healing and grace from God.

| enjoyed the Sunday night Mass. Saturday Mass usually
crowded. Not a morning person. | have concerns about the
worshipful nature of the music selections. This week the
selection Voices that Challenge did not promote a
worshipful presence. It sounded more like it belongs in a
musical. Also the Hallelujah refrain is based off a Leonard
Cohen song which has very dark connotations. It also was
made popular by a children's animated movie. | have a
hard time seeing how that mental image promotes praising
God.

More accommodations for families would be great - child
care for younger children, for example, and more seating
in the lobby.

Change the music (songs) to more popular songs.

Publish in the bulletin which priest is saying Masses on
Sunday. Also publish events that will be celebrated at
Mass - baptisms, anniversaries, etc.

We always attend when there is a Mission. Fr. Larry
Delaney was excellent. We think Fr. Doug Osborn would
be excellent as a Mission speaker too.

People find comfort in music. Dave does a wonderful job -
but in order to maintain the younger group and help them

stay within the church you need to set aside one Mass to

focus on the younger group and Pump up the Jamsl!

My family is often invited to go to other congregations'
services from different Christian faiths and I look around
and the younger crowd as well as the older are so full of
the Spirit and so focused because they are filled with the
music, up on their feet hands in the air and singing as they
jam to the music. Just a thought!

I would love to see the early Mass at either 8 am or 7:45.

Where in the world did you find Mrs. Johnston? She is
such an inspiration.

| sent my two sons to Catholic grade school (8 years) and
(4 years) Catholic High School. They received a wonderful
education and are great adults and have good jobs and
families and are active in their churches.

How about some kind of honey-do list posted somewhere
with small projects that parishioners can volunteer for.

Have Church staff call every now and then to see if we'd
like to be involved with whatever project.

From the Pastor...

Dear Stewards of God'’s Gifts:

It has been a challenging and grace-filled year for
IHM Parish. By the grace of God | present to you the
2009-10 annual accounting of our financial
stewardship. Some of you may recall that in the
previous fiscal year (2008-09) we reduced expenses
by an average of 10% to offset a severe budget
shortfall. These cutbacks along with the sacrifice of
many parishioners who maintained their stewardship
commitments enabled us to finish the 2008-09 year
with a deficit of under $5,000. The sacrifices
continued in 2009-10. No pay increases and minimal

budget increases were the rule. Your sacrifices continued as well. Yet many of
you were able to continue and even increase your financial commitment to the
parish. As a result we only had to draw $3,400 from savings to balance the
budget. We have also reduced our debt to the diocese to $93,000 through your

continued donations to debt reduction.

Through your generosity and good parish stewardship we have been able to
maintain the social ministry and faith formation programs that strive to meet the
needs of our diverse population. In addition our facilities are in excellent condition.
We continue to provide significant financial support to our Catholic School,
including direct tuition assistance for students who send their children to Lansing
Catholic. Outreach beyond the parish continues through the good work of the St.
Vincent de Paul Society, and our strong support of the Diocesan Services
Appeal. In addition we continue our commitment to Habitat for Humanity and to

our sister parish in Kenya Africa.

I am grateful to our professional staff. JoAnn Angers, Religious Education and
Social Ministry; Emily Crockett, Youth and Young Adults; Leah Hinman, RCIA/
Adult Ed., Judy Thomas Business Manager, and Dave Wiseman, Worship and
Music. They continue to provide for the needs of the parish with “no frills”
budgets. Their work is well supported by our very competent and hard working
administrative and maintenance personnel. Thank you to Linda Richard, Ann
Schadler, Barb Smith, Jim Schadler, and Dennis Crosby. | am grateful that we are
able to give them and our school staff a well deserved albeit nominal pay

increase this year.

I am also grateful for the large cast of volunteers who saved the parish thousands
of dollars by providing their professional talents without cost to the parish.

We hope and pray for an economic recovery that includes more jobs in the area.
Please prayerfully continue your stewardship commitments trusting that God will
provide for your needs. Be assured of my daily prayers for each of you.
