How to Publicize Your Program
· E-mail registration information to your leaders and members.
· Put the event information on your A/DCCW website, if you have one, and arrange to have it placed on your diocesan website.
· Put an ad in your diocesan paper.  You can use the Program Announcement as the basis for an ad.
· Blanket area parish bulletins with event information.  Get parishioners in parishes not your own to request space for a bulletin insert (put the announcement on one side of a sheet and use the other to direct women to a website where they can obtain the registration form and the registrants’ pre-assessment form.  Also arrange to have hard copies of these forms available at the church the day the bulletin insert appears).

· Ask your bishop and area pastors to encourage attendance.
· Issue personal invitations by phone, e-mail, in person, etc. to women you know who work in diocesan and parish offices.  Don’t limit yourself to council members.
· Leave flyers in churches and parish centers.
· Ask parish NCCW affiliates in your area to request pulpit time to talk about the program.

· Pass out flyers at parish and diocesan meetings and events.

· Blog.  Chat it up on any area blogs you know of where Catholic women gather -- homeschooling blogs, neighborhood blogs, parish school blogs.  

!!!   Remember -- publicize the program throughout entire area from which you want to draw attendance!
