
Major Retailers Want To Give Our Parish/School Money!
$CRIP is not a new program to St. Edwards.  There are a number of families/parishioners who purchase $CRIP, but this note is an outreach to ALL parishioners to support the program, which in turn gives the parish/school a regular source of revenue.

$CRIP is simply a word that means “substitute money” – in other words, $CRIP is gift certificates/cards from national and local retailers.  They’re the same gift certificates that you buy at the store.  **See our attached list for vendors/percentages/denominations.**

The beauty of $CRIP is that you put your regular household shopping dollars to work.  You earn money for our parish/school without spending a single additional penny.  Just spend your regular shopping dollars with $CRIP at the store that participates in the $CRIP program!!  And, $CRIP can be used for just about any household purchases including groceries, clothing, gasoline, entertainment, prescriptions and even dining out.

When St. Edward’s places an order to a specific store, St Edward pays LESS THE DISCOUNT when purchasing the certificates.  When these certificates are sold to you the purchaser at face value, then St. Edward receives the % made for that store, thus revenue!  

Examples -

· Shop at Woodmans – Checkout – You pay $100 for groceries - $0 charitable gift to St. Edward

· You pay $100 to St. Edward – Receive $100 Woodman’s gift card – Shop at Woodmans – Check out using gift card – Woodman’s gives $5.00 charitable gift to St. Edward
To keep this example simple, let’s just use groceries and gas, 

· Groceries $100/week x 4 = $400

· Gas          $  50/week x 4 = $200
                                                        $600 per month x 12 = $7,200 per year

· $7,200 x .05% (average $CRIP profit) = $360 profit to St. Edward School/Parish
The above examples are just a “tip of the iceberg” in the revenue that could be generated for St. Edward’s....remember….just by purchasing items that a family household would on a week to week basis.
