 As Christians we are all called to conversion and repentance.  Lent is 
a time to reflect and “scrutinize” our lives.  What can we do better?  How can I 
better serve the Lord?  Lent is a time for fasting, almsgiving and prayer.  St. Isidore’s 
RCIA team is preparing for this Lenten season.  Our catechumen, Bailey Cook and 
candidate, Vickie Schiebner are studying God’s word, reflecting on the life and 
teachings of Jesus and preparing to become one with Him.  During Lent there are 
two Rites that the candidates will process through.  The Rite of Sending and the Rite 
of Election go hand in hand.  
 At the Rite of Sending here at St. Isidore, we are preparing the candidates 
to meet the Bishop who will receive them in the Rite of Election.  The Rite of 
Election is a testimony of their yearlong faithfulness of studying and learning God’s 
word.  These candidates will never stand alone, they have their sponsors and 
teachers and the whole parish community to stand with them in this journey.  The 
mission of these Rites is to tell the Church that the candidates are ready to be in full communion with the Catholic 
community.  These faithful will be sent from our parish to the Bishop to be “received” in the Rite of Election.  The 
Catechumens and candidates are ready to move into their final preparation period.  With all their mind, body and soul 
they are ready to receive Christ at the Eucharistic table with the parish community of St. Isidore. We ask for your prayers 
and blessings for Bailey and Vickie as they continue on to a fuller relationship with the Lord.   As we all proceed towards 
this year’s Lenten season may all of us find time to reflect, renew, and live what we believe to be the Truth.  “He is the 
Way.”  
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As we enter into Lent, the Gospels focus on key moments 
in the public life of Jesus. We are challenged to reflect on 
who Jesus is in our own lives and how true we are to his 
teachings. Do we pray, fast and give alms, not to get 
credit, but to draw closer to Christ? Do we walk with 
Jesus through his desert retreat and his Transfiguration? 
And do we, like the woman at the well, share the Good 
News of Jesus with those around us?

As we continue the journey through Lent and into Easter, 
the Second Readings focus on contrasts—between light 
and dark, freedom and slavery, death and life. We are 
reminded that Jesus, by emptying himself of his glory and 
becoming one of us, redeemed us from sin and brought 
us into the light. These readings challenge us to be 
people of the light, alive in Christ and in the Spirit.

The Stations of the Cross 
PRAYING THE STATIONS OF THE CROSS is a popular 
devotion in both the Eastern and Western Churches.   It 
was developed during the Crusades when the knights and 
 pilgrims began to follow the route of Christ's way to 
Calvary. This devotion spread throughout Europe and was 
promulgated by the Franciscan friars in the 14th and 15th 
centuries.   Eventually, the Stations of the Cross became an 
important catechetical tool, and the popularity of this 
devotion inspired some of the greatest examples of 
medieval Christian art. Some scholars believe that 
medieval miracle plays, which were essentially tableaux of 
Christ's life, developed from the sculptured 
representations of the Stations of the Cross in the great 
Churches. These scenes from the Way of the Cross have 
provided inspiration for many of the world's greatest 
works of visual art. 
 During Lent, St Isidore will have Stations of the Cross once 
a week. It is worth taking children to this so that they can 
participate with parishioners in this timeless and very 
moving devotion. The visual representations, combined 
with the prayers and meditations, help to deepen our 
understanding of the Way of the Cross, which will be of 
great spiritual benefit for all Catholics of all ages.

The Fourteen Stations 

First Station - Jesus is condemned to Death 
Second Station - Jesus is made to bear His Cross 
Third Station - Jesus falls the first time under His Cross 
Fourth Station - Jesus meets His Mother 
Fifth Station - Simon the Cyrene helps Jesus carry His Cross 
Sixth Station - Veronica wipes the face of Jesus 
Seventh Station - Jesus falls the second time 
Eighth Station - Jesus speaks to the daughters of Jerusalem 
Ninth Station - Jesus falls the third time 
Tenth Station - Jesus is stripped of His garments 
Eleventh Station - Jesus is nailed to the Cross 
Twelfth Station - Jesus dies on the Cross 
Thirteenth Station - Jesus is taken down from the Cross

A Lenten Reminder on the Church’s fasting 

and abstinence teachings: 
 

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory 

days of universal fast and abstinence.  Fasting is 

obligatory for all who have completed their 18th 

year and have not yet reached their 60th year.  

Fasting allows a person to eat one full meal.  Two 

smaller meals may be taken, not to equal one full 

meal.  Abstinence from meat is obligatory for all 

who have reached their 14th year. 

 

If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued 

until Easter Vigil as the “paschal fast” to honor the 

suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and to 

prepare ourselves more fully and to celebrate 

more readily his Resurrection. 

 

Fridays in Lent are obligatory days of complete 

abstinence from meat for all who have 

completed their 14th year.
