· Non-parishioners who enroll a family member for the first time (Y5 – 5th grade) will receive the parishioner rate for the first year attending the school.

· A $250 registration payment is required per family to register one or multiple students within the same family.

· Discount of $100.00 if registered on February 2, 2010.

· Discount of $50.00 if registered February 3 – May 7, 2010.

· ALL payments and deposits are non-refundable.

· A $30 charge will be added to any checks returned without payment.

· No child may enter school in August unless all prior tuition is paid in full or arrangements have been made with the pastor.

Parishioner Tuition Rate: To be eligible for the parishioner rate you must have a current registration on file with the parish. You must be an envelope holder and contribute a minimum weekly offering of $10 to the church.  Families that do not maintain this requirement will be notified that they will be transferred to the non-parishioner tuition rate.

Scholarship Assistance: Scholarship assistance is available to all who qualify. At this time scholarship monies are available from St. Mary Parish and from the Greater Lansing Catholic Education Foundation (GLCEF).  Applications for the St. Mary Scholarship monies are available in the school office.  Applications for the GLCEF will be available at www.glcef.org. Please check both scholarships carefully to be sure you include the appropriate paper work and meet the deadlines for both applications. 

Volunteer Hours:  It is necessary for ALL school families to participate in putting in volunteer hours toward activities for the school.  Therefore, ALL school families are required to volunteer at least 10 hours during the school year.  These hours  may include working at school functions such as book fairs, raffles, pasta dinners, classroom parents, dad’s breakfast, carnival, Thanksgiving dinner, and any other activities during the year needing assistance.  

Tuition Payments: Tuition will be discounted by 5% if paid in full by check or cash directly to ST. MARY SCHOOL on or before August 31st.  All other tuition payments after the initial deposit are due according to your SMART contract agreement.  Also, falling behind two or more payments without communication to the school principal or pastor can lead to dismissible action from St. Mary School.
