Brief Review:  If you are a Lucado (pronounced Lu-Kay-Doe) fan, you’ll certainly enjoy this entry in his vast literary library.  If you are new to Lucado, this is a very good book to become acquainted to his analogy driven writing style.  





Lucado looks at the crucifixion of Christ from the view of its physical components: the nails, the crown of thorns, the scourging, etc.  He takes each stage of Jesus’ suffering and connects it to God’s commitment to us.  For instance, he takes the rending of Christ’s flesh at the hands of His torturers and compares it to the rending of the gate to heaven.  As Jesus’ body is torn, so is the wall that separates us from our salvation, bringing us closer to our Creator.





The analogies are well thought out and spiritually grounded.  Lucado’s strength is in taking aspects of the bible, Jesus’ ministry, and/or church worship and dissecting them into thought provoking comparisons to today’s world and today’s people.  He blends scripture with personal experiences and modern parables to bring his point home.
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
