How many Catholics live in Boone County? And where? No one knows for sure, so Bishop Roger Foys has called for a census including every residence in Boone County. (The diocesan newspaper the Messenger has more details in the March 12 and the May 7 issues, available online at www.covingtondiocese.org.) (Enter Name of Parish) is one of six Boone County parishes providing volunteers to lead the effort and do the actual home visits on Census Sunday, Oct. 17 (with any needed follow-up during the week concluding Oct. 24). Bishop Foys will use the data to make some decisions about how best to serve the needs of Catholics in the county. The Boone County census is a prototype for the eventual census of the other 13 counties in the diocese. Look for more details in future bulletins and Messengers, and let your friends and neighbors know what’s happening, and why, on Oct. 17.
Door-to-door census takers needed!

The first phase of a census of the entire Diocese of Covington will begin in Boone County and will taken on Census Sunday, Oct. 17 with follow up through the week. Your help is needed to make the project a success! Training will be provided for the many volunteers needed to go door-to-door within the parish's boundaries (volunteers go in pairs). 

Training for census visitor teams is September 11 at St. Timothy Church in Union from 9 a.m. to 11 p.m., with a repeat session from 1 p.m. to 3 p.m.   Contact your parish's census coordinator or parish office (give more specific contact information) to let them know whether you will attend the morning or the afternoon session.
