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Inclusive Education Procedures

I. Teacher recognizes learning difficulties and completes the Intervention Referral  form

1) Teacher and academic support coordinator collaborate to devise alternative interventions that may “work” to use in the classroom

a) Intervention Checklist is completed

b) Duration is jointly decided

c) Follow-up meeting date and time decided

II. Teacher and academic support coordinator review the Intervention Checklist 
1) Follow- up meeting

a) joint decision is made whether to alert the parents through an Intervention Meeting to coordinate a plan

b) revisit the checklist to try other interventions

III. If an Intervention Meeting is necessary

Teacher contacts parents to arrange an Intervention Meeting

IV. The Intervention Meeting

V. Teacher and academic coordinator meet monthly to review plan 

VI. The Transition Form is completed at the end of the year meeting with teacher and academic support coordinator
1) At-Risk children are flagged for next year’s teachers- using At-Risk Transition Form
2) Children currently receiving services will be released or not released using a Transition Form

3) Teacher and academic support coordinator will complete a release form if deemed necessary

VII. If needed, an ALP (ILP) will be developed as a result of previous information gathered

1) The ALP is reviewed yearly

a) attended by parents, current teachers, academic support coordinator, and student

b) ALP is distributed at the beginning of each year
