The diocesan bishop nominates candidates for the honor and
submits the names, biographies, etc. to the Holy See. The Holy
Father then, if he wishes, confers the honor onto the priest.
Once decided by the Pope, the Vatican Secretariat of State
issues a diploma designating the new title and rank and
recognizing the newly-made monsignor’s service.

On behalf of Fr. Michael J. McGivney Assembly 2226, we are
honored to congratulate Rev Monsignor Lou Stasker on
receiving this title.
