The following types of clothing are never appropriate in our Catholic
school setting:

* Very short skirts or shorts

(Therefore, no tank tops, spaghetti straps, halters, short-shirts, or
short-shorts are allowed.)

Sweatpants should not be wom. Free dress passes are honored on
designated days only.

The following guidelines, which apply to both uniform and free dress, are to
aid the student, parent, and staff by addressing the most common
questions.

Shoes with gripping soles or tennis shoes are highly recommended.
Open-toe/back shoes are never permitted

Girls may wear small stud earrings.

Boys may NOT wear earrings.

Small religious medals or crucifixes may be wor.

Jewelry in moderation is acceptable for free dress.

Nails must always be free from nail polish.

Shirts must be free of inappropriate words or drawings.

Hair is never to be dyed, streaked, or sculpted.
