Dear Parents:

Please review the current Uniform Code and Free Dress and General Dress Guidelines on the 2-sided
attachment.

‘The area of greatest concem scems 1o be the shoes. 1t has been brought to my atiention by seversl
parents that solid-colored shoes are difficul to find. Please understand tha this has been an issue which
has been under constant revision throughout the years. The original code was more lenient, but it was
abused. In the past, when simple stripes were allowed, the strpes became bigger and bigger, and then
evolved to mult-colored patterns, logos, pictures, and even flashing lights and wheels.

Please remember that the purpose of a Catholic school uniform is 10 avoid compefition and to not draw
attention o any one studeat for histher sense of style. Holy Family School promotes Catholic identity
and values. We wan students o focus on faith and academics and to shine in these arcas without the
‘added stress of Keeping up withthe laest fashions.

‘With all of the above in mind, we will return to the original code which allowe for very simple, minimal
stipes. Therefore, the Uniform Code regarding shoes for 2008.2009 will be as fllowis:

Shoes with gripping soles or tennis shoes are highly recommended. Boots and sandals are not
permitied. Shoe colors must be solid navy blu, sold whit, o solid black. (Simple suipes may
bean exception, so long as they are also solid navy blue, solid white, or solid black.)

No patterns, desigas, or mult-colors are allowed.

o further clarify, it is okay to wear a solid white shoe with a simple black strpe, for example. However,
thank you for your continued efforts (o shop for only solid-colored shoes. This modification has been
made 0 help out a3 a “last resort”,

Another uniform issue that has been brought to my atiention i the jacket. The navy biue Polar-Tech
from Dennis Uniforms with the HFS logo is the only approved uniform jacket. This is the only jacket
that has ever been allowed in the classrooms or at church. In the past, other types of jackets have been
acceptable on the play yard at recess and lunch only. This also has been abused. It has evolved to all
Kinds of colored jackets with various logos. For this reason, the Uniform Code regarding jackets for
20082009 will be as follow

Navy blue Polar-Tech jackets purchased from Denis Uniforms with the Holy Family School
logo are considered part of the uniform. No other jackets may be wom in the classrooms or in
church. Solid navy blue jackets similar to the Polar Tech may be wor on the play yard t recess
and lunch only. No extr-bulky jackets or jackets of other colors o logos may be wom.

Please remember that red cardigan sweaters and navy blue sweatshirts with the Holy Family School logo
are also available at Dennis Uniforms. These itcms must be purchased there. No other sweaters or
‘sweatshirts may be worn.

Please remember that,although 1 wil always do my best 10 meet the neds of our community, a uniform
code s not a true uniform code unless it is followed by all. | cannot make exceptions for individuals.

f there arc any other concems about the uniform code, please let me know. ~ Further
modifications could possibly be made in 2009-2010,if there ae several issues.
