Shirts

Colors:

+ Grades 1-6: Solid white, light blue or maroon

+ Grades 7-8 (only): Solid white, navy, light blue,

forest green or maroon

¢+ Button downs or blouses with collars - Short or long
sleeve (no sleeveless).

¢+ Acceptable styles: Polo/Golf, Kbnit, Oxford, or
Turtleneck

¢+ Samples are available in the school office so you may
“color match” for appropriate color

¢ Shirts must be an appropriate length so they are worn
tucked in at all times

+ |f a tee shirt is worn underneath, it must be solid white
with no designs

¢ Logos other than Holy Spirit School Logo are not

permitted

Sweater/Sweatshirt

Sweater

¢+ Colors: white or navy

+ Solid, plain (no designs or hoods)

¢ Cardigan, pull over, V-neck, crew neck, or vest style
¢ Must be worn with collared uniform shirt showing
Sweatshirt

¢ Current Holy Spirit School Uniform Sweatshirt only
¢ Must be worn with collared uniform shirt showing

Pants/Slacks

¢+ Colors:
+ Grades 1-6: Solid navy
+ Grades 7-8 (only): Solid navy or khaki

¢+ Straight-leg, dress pants, cotton twill, or corduroy

¢+ Pleated dress pants are acceptable so long as they are not
baggy

¢+ Cuffs may be rolled to the top of the shoe if slacks are
too long

¢ If not purchased from uniform company, the style
should be similar with front and back set-in pockets only
(no “flaps™, “patch” pockets, rivets, etc...), and straight
pant leg (no elastic or gathered at the ankle)

¢ Flares, bell-bottoms, cargo, carpenter, baggy, saggy,
capri, or denim not permitted

Shorts

+ Colors:
¢+ Grades 1-6: Solid navy
+ Grades 7-8 (only): Solid navy or khaki

¢+ Solid dress shorts, with front and back set-in pockets
only (no “flaps”, “patch” pockets, rivets, etc...), for
boys and girls during warm weather

¢+ Hemmed, with length no more than 4 inches
above/below the top of the knee

¢+ Cargo, carpenter, baggy, saggy, or denim shorts not
permitted

Jumper/ SKkirt/Culotte/Skort

+ Colors:
+ Grades 1-6: Uniform plaid or plain, solid navy
+ Grades 7-8 (only): Plain, solid navy or khaki

¢ Length no more than 4 inches above/below the top of
the knee

Phys. Ed. Clothing

+  T-shirts (with appropriate logos/language) may be worn
(no tank tops or “belly shirts™)

¢+  Shorts/Pants/Warm-ups should be “loose fitting” (but
not “sagging”)

¢+ Shorts length no more than 4 inches above/below the
knee

Socks and Shoes

Socks must be worn at all times

Sock Colors: Solid white, navy, black or light blue
White or navy blue tights are acceptable for girls

Dress or tennis shoes

Shoes must be tied/fastened at all times

Sandals and/or open toe/heel shoes are not acceptable
footwear

Accessories

+ No visible make-up

+ No nail polish of any kind

+  Maximum of 2 earrings per ear for females

+ Dangling earrings are not permitted (small hoops are

acceptable)

Earrings are not permitted for boys

No body piercing, other than earrings, will be permitted

No body art (including fake tattoos)

1 maximum of each of the following may be worn:

choker/necklace, bracelet, and ring

+  Appropriateness of jewelry worn will be determined by
the administration and staff

+  Wallets with chains are not permitted

¢+ A simple, plain belt (black, brown or navy) is
permissible.

+  Hair must be “out of the eyes” (for girls and boys) and
“above the collar” for boys

+ If hair is colored or dyed it must be of a natural color

+  “Fake” hair accessories are not permitted

+  Students may not wear clothing that is excessively large
(i.e.: shirts, sweaters, pants)
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Color Days
¢ Casual or dress-up attire is acceptable - but must comply
with the guidelines listed within this code.

Dress-Up Color Days

¢ Students are asked to refrain from wearing jeans,
t-shirts, sweatshirts, etc...and to wear “Sunday Best”
clothing to school that day.

+  Please note the following are not considered acceptable
for non-uniform days:
- Sleeveless tops
- Sandals
- Hats/Ball Caps

- Crop/Tank/“Belly” Tops
- Open Toe/Heel Shoes

- Excessive Jewelry

- Make-up/Nail Polish - Spandex Shorts

- Inappropriate Logos - Inappropriate language
- Shorts, skirts, dresses that are not uniform length
