Nickless formed a Strategic Planning
Task Force in the Diocese of Sioux City, he officially promul-
gated a five-year plan for our Diocese in September 2009. As
of this date Immaculate Conception Church-Moville has become
a Parish Center and St. Michael Church-Kingsley a Liturgical
Site.

As was explained at meetings on 15 February 2009 and 25 Au-
gust 2009 held at Immaculate Conception with members of both
parishes a PARISH CENTER is a parish community that has
the presence of the Blessed Sacrament, is a Sunday Liturgical
site, is a Sacramental site [where all sacraments are celebrated],
is a Catechetical [Faith Formation] site, is a Weekday Mass site,
is the location of the Rectory and the parish offices including the
pastoral and finance councils. A LITURGICAL SITE is a par-
ish community that has the presence of the Blessed Sacrament, is
a Sunday Liturgical Site, is a Sacramental Site, is an optional
Catechetical Site, and is a optional Weekday Mass with office at
the PARISH CENTER.

In the case of our two parishes, as announced earlier this year,
the Sacramental and Catechetical events (including daily Mass)
will remain the same. What will need to be done now is to begin
work on consolidating the administration of the two parishes,
into Moville.

Several steps in this have already been completed: baptismal
and marital preparation and RCIA efforts have been combined,
the work of both parishes’ Finance Councils have been com-
bined, and the hiring of an Administrative Assistant for both
parishes.

The next steps will include work to have the ICC Pastoral
Council and St. Michael Parish Council to work more in coop-
eration with each other, moving parish records from Kingsley to
Moville, forming a Coordinating Committee, and consolidating
the duplicated administrative efforts of both parishes to provide
for more effective and efficient administration of both parishes.

NATURAL FAMILY PLANNING (NFP), Myths and Reality
Myth #1: NFP is just another name for Rhythm.

REALITY: Natural Family Planning (NFP) is an umbrella
term for modern, healthy, scientifically accurate, and reli-
able methods of family planning. It differs from “Rhythm” (or
the Calendar Method). Rhythm tried to estimate the time of next
ovulation by calculating previous menstrual cycles. Although
this approach had sound scientific underpinnings, in practice it
often proved inaccurate because of the unique nature of each
woman's menstrual cycle. NFP, by contrast, has been proven
scientifically sound in both theory and practice.

NFP is based on scientific research about women’s cycles of
fertility. Since the 19th century, doctors have known about the
changes in cervical mucus and its relation to fertility. In the
1920s, temperature rules were developed. However, it wasn't
until the 1950s that an educational process was developed to
teach the observation and interpretation of these fertility signs.

The NFP methods are: the Basal Body Temperature (BBT)
method, which monitors changes in a woman’s temperature
when she wakes up each morning; the Ovulation Method (OM),
which monitors changes in a woman’s cervical mucus; and the
Sympto-Thermal Method (STM), which combines observations
of temperature and cervical mucus with other indicators such as
changes in the cervix and secondary fertility signs.

ADVENT BEGINS ON SUNDAY NOVEMBER 29, 2009

HOW CHRISTIANS SHOULD CELEBRATE ADVENT
AND CHRISTMAS by John Feister

Did you ever notice that dessert is the first dish in line at
many buffet restaurants? Yes, you could eat dinner back-
wards—starting with dessert, then moving on to the appe-
tizer and main course. In the end you eat all the food, but it’s
nowhere near as fulfilling as enjoying each part of the meal
in its proper place. Or worse, dessert could fill you up before
you eat a balanced meal.

Sometimes we suffer the same temptation with Christmas.
Our culture tends to skip Advent and start celebrating
Christmas after Thanksgiving—if we’re lucky to make it
that far! Then it’s all packed up and stored away by New
Year’s. This year, consider returning to the ancient practice
of seeing the whole Christmas “cycle”—the period that em-
braces both the Advent and Christmas seasons—as one unit
of joyous celebration. Preparation comes first, then comes
celebration extending a few weeks after Christmas Day.

The focal point of the Christmas cycle is obvious: God be-
coming one of us in Jesus, the Incarnation. All three phases
of the cycle—Advent, Christmas and Epiphany—hinge on
and celebrate that point. These celebrations help us to name
the ways our lives are caught up in the “big story” of Christ.
And these feasts tie our lives to Christians throughout his-
tory. The tradition of the Church, the living gospel, is the
real-life experience of Christians like you and like me, and
those who have gone before us.

During Advent, which begins in 2008 on November 30, we
emphasize the joy that some would compare to the months
before a child is born: excitement, wonder, joy, expectation,
even exhilaration at the life that is in our midst right now,
yet also a hope and longing, and a carefulness to get things
into order.

During the Christmas season we celebrate the wonder of the
Incarnation. How wondrously we are made that the Word of
God would become one of us! God shows us how to live
fully: by pouring out our lives for others. That is what the
days of Christmas are all about.

Epiphany and the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord celebrate
Christ becoming manifest—that is, present—to all peoples.
On Epiphany we focus on the three Wise Men symbolizing
the many races for whom Christ was born. The baptism of
Jesus marks the beginning of his public ministry. God’s
“Christmas gift” of the Incarnation is a gift for everyone!

ADVENT CUSTOMS
Catholics observe special customs during the season of
Advent, which include lighting an Advent wreath and
making a Jesse tree. Learn more about these customs and
the history of the Advent wreath and Jesse tree.

How do | make an Advent wreath?

The Advent wreath is one of our most popular Advent tra-
ditions. Its origin is in pre-Christian Germany and Scandi-
navia where the people gathered to celebrate the return of
the sun after the winter solstice. The circular wreath made
of evergreens with four candles interspersed represented
the circle of the year and the life that endures through the
winter. As the days grew longer, people lit candles to offer
thanks to the "sun god" for the light. For us, the lighting of
the Advent candles represents the promise of the coming
of Jesus, the light of the world.

To make an Advent wreath, begin with a Styrofoam circle,
available at craft shops, and cut four evenly spaced holes
into which you will place the four candles. Traditionally
there are three purple candles and one rose candle (for the
third Sunday), but blue candles can also be used. Purple
reminds us to turn our hearts toward God; rose is a color
of joy. Place fresh evergreen branches over the Styrofoam.
Replace them when they dry out in order to preserve the
symbolism of the vitality of God's love. Encourage chil-
dren to participate as they are able, by gathering branches,
placing the candles and so on.

How do | make a Jesse tree?

This Advent activity is like a family tree, a way to remem-
ber Jesus’ ancestors. The tree is named after a man called
Jesse, who lived a thousand years before Jesus. He was
Jesus’ many-greats-grandfather. This is what the prophet
Isaiah had to say about Jesse: ‘A shoot shall come out
from the stump of Jesse,/and a branch shall grow out of his
roots’ [Isaiah 11:1]. Later Isaiah tells us that the Holy One
will come from Jesse and his family. He will be a person
of peace and justice. He will be wise and understanding
and strong—strong enough to defeat all that is evil.

A Jesse tree includes ornaments that represent Jesus' an-
cestors: Adam and Eve, Abraham and Sarah, Noah, Jacob,
Joseph, Moses, Ruth, Jesse, David, Solomon, Isaiah and
Micah, Jonah, Joseph, Mary. Assign everyone a name and,
after reading about the person, try to decide on a symbol
that could represent them. If possible, try to make the or-
nament three-dimensional, and include a string on it so
that it can be hung. (Adapted from God Is Calling—
Leader's Guide.)

What are “posadas’?

The word posada means “shelter” or “lodging.” This Ad-
vent custom, popular throughout the Spanish-speaking
world, reenacts Mary and Joseph’s journey from Nazareth



to Bethlehem and their search for lodging along the way.
The ritual lasts for nine days (December 16-24), represent-
ing the months of Mary’s pregnancy. A group of people
travel from house to house on their route, taking the role of
pilgrims seeking lodging. Those inside the homes are inn-
keepers who refuse them. At the last home all are invited in
for prayer and refreshments.

CATHOLIC SAINTS OF ADVENT

The feasts of many Roman Catholic saints are celebrated
during Advent. Here are the biographies and feast days of
some well-known Advent saints.

Mary

Most of us readily think of St. Mary, Mother of God, during

Advent. After all, Mary is the one closest to Jesus. Two
Marian feasts fall during Advent: the Solemnity of the Im-
maculate Conception (Dec. 8) and the Feast of Our Lady of

Guadalupe (Dec. 12). From Mary we learn the greatest traits

of the Christian: love, humility, justice, openness to God's
grace and willingness to act.

St. Francis Xavier

He tirelessly evangelized in the Far East. Busy as he was, he

took time to set religious truths to verse and fit them to
popular tunes in the countries he served. This was such a
successful way of spreading the Good News that his songs

were sung in the streets. Xavier invested his missionary zeal

in a way that yielded a harvest long after he left. This didn't

happen without hours spent in silence and prayer, asking for

guidance and inspiration. Ask for his intercession if you
want your time spent in Advent to bear fruit long after
you've left the season behind.

St. John Damascene

"The one who seeks God continually will find him, for God
is in everything," says St. John Damascene. It's to this little-
known Advent saint that we owe the pleasure of looking at

religious art. In a period of Church history when others

wanted to forbid the use of images, John Damascene insisted

they could be used to inspire us. He suffered for his convic-

tions, but now we need to thank him. Where would we be at

Christmastime without our treasure of religious art? Take
time looking at your Madonna and Child Christmas cards,
and thank God for clear thinkers like John Damascene.

St. Nicholas

This fourth-century Greek bishop is known for his faithful-
ness to Christ, his devotion to justice and to charity. Santa
Claus is a character that started with Nicholas and took on a
life of its own. We would do well to remember the real
Nicholas. Ask for his intercession as you pray for a charita-
ble heart.

St. Ambrose

Ambrose of Milan spent much of his time listening. He
listened to St. Monica as she wept about her sinful son—
the future St. Augustine—and Ambrose was able to com-
fort her. He listened to opposing factions in the Church
and was able to make peace. This Doctor of the Church
saw himself as a lifelong learner: "In the endeavor to
teach, I desire that | may be able to learn," he said. We
only learn if we keep listening—especially when we're the
teachers! Pray with Ambrose to improve your listening
skills.

St. Lucy

This fourth-century martyr chose to be a Christian when
being Christian was illegal. She wanted to give up all her
wealth and devote her life to the poor, but she herself be-
came a victim of oppression. After resisting the advances
of a Roman soldier, she was denounced as a Christian and
torturously executed. She teaches us that life in Christ's
light is worth devoting your life to—even dying for.

St. John of the Cross

He is the great mystic of Advent, who says that we are
"face-to-face with Love's own grace." What wonderful
words to ponder! Yet in contrast to John's lofty poetry, he
took for himself the most menial jobs wherever he was.
Before he entered religious life he worked in a hospital for
people with disgusting diseases. Besides bathing them, he
sang songs to cheer them up. Even when he held high ad-
ministrative posts he took the lowliest tasks. His life re-
minds us that no matter how soaring our spirituality, it
must be grounded in humble day-to-day duties or we miss
the whole meaning of the

Incarnation.
