Culture of Life Fund Has

Already Had Significant Impact
(Ed. Note: The Culture of Life Fund is a fund for which each member is assessed. You are also being asked to make voluntary contributions. The money is needed in order for the Knights to help the Church spread the message of Life and to protect those who may be in peril for defending the Church’s message. The following article is reprinted from the December 12 issue of KnightLine, a bulletin issued by Supreme to State and Council Officers. More information is available in this month’s issue of Columbia.)

Thanks to a resolution adopted at the 126th Supreme Convention last August, the Knights of Columbus was able to play a significant role in November’s elections — helping to promote, for instance, constitutional amendments protecting the traditional definition of marriage in several states.

The resolution, adopted by the more than 2,000 delegates attending the Supreme Convention in Quebec City, Que., reaffirmed the Order’s “long-standing commitment to marriage, family and the gift of life” and created the Culture of Life Fund. The fund, created by both membership assessment and personal donations from individual Knights, has allowed the Order to invest more than $2.7 million to educate citizens about referenda related to life and family.

Likewise, the Culture of Life Fund will enable the Knights to defend against threats such as the Freedom of Choice Act (FOCA) and other anti-life legislation in the future.
