40 Days For Life
In today’s hustle and bustle, we often forget that we are called to witness to our faith before the world. The times that we do think about it, the thought that we might have an opportunity to do something about it usually flickers out like a candle in a whirlwind of activity. Now we are in Lent. Now is the time to do something about it.
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During Lent we have the opportunity to witness to our faith by publicly praying for an end to abortion outside Planned Parenthood on Perlman Drive in Spring Valley. You can commit to an hour per week until Easter by calling Peggy Beirne (735-6970), Father Gormley (268-4464) or Eileen Peterson (429-2077). We will be there from 8am to 8pm every day of the week. (From 8pm to 8am, the adorers of the Blessed Sacrament at St. Gregory’s will be carrying on the prayer vigil)
If you cannot take an hour by yourself, come down and join your brothers during the Council’s hours on Sundays from 5 to 6 pm.

40 Days for Life is a national program that will be happening this Lent in more than 170 other locations throughout the United States. It is only through prayer that our nation’s attitude about abortion will be changed. As Pope John Paul II said when he was in Central Park in October, 1995:
