· Members must understand they not only represent themselves but also their Assembly and the Knights of Columbus.  Their conduct and appearance at all times should reflect this.

· Members will be on time for Honor Guard functions.

· Members will wear only officially sanctioned regalia, and maintain it in good repair and wear it proudly.

· Members will be proficient with basic marching and the manual of the sword.  New members must be certified either by the Faithful Navigator or the Faithful Commander prior to joining in any official presentation.

· Members are expected to attend Honor Guard meetings as they are scheduled.

In order to assist the Honor Guard member in meeting these expectations the Faithful Navigator will give call-out Captains and Honor Guard members as much advance notice as possible of an Honor Guard function.  This includes publishing known Honor Guard functions in the newsletter and using the most expedient means to contact members.  The Faithful Commander or an appointed representative of the Faithful Commander will assist any member needing additional training in basic marching or manual of the sword.
