Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

In paradise there are many Saints who never gave
alms on earth: their poverty justified them. There are
many Saints who never mortified their bodies by fast-
ing, or wearing hair shirts: their bodily infirmities
excused them. There are many Saints too who were
not virgins: their vocation was otherwise. But in Para-
dise there is no Saint who was not humble. God ban-
ished angels from heaven for their pride, therefore
how can we pretend to enter therein, if we do not
keep ourselves in a state of humility (p. 1, Humility of
Heart, by Fr. Cajetan Mary da Bergamo).

Father Bergamo shares with us the truth of what Jesus says in the Gos-
pel passage we hear today: “The one who humbles himself will be ex-
alted” (Luke 7:14). To be humble is simply to know the truth of who
we are. In order for us to know the truth of ourselves we need to en-
counter God, who is the Truth. In our relationship with God we be-
come aware of God’s great glory and our great poverty and how the
abyss between God and us can only be bridged by Jesus Christ. This
bridge was made possible through Jesus’ bitter passion, death and res-
urrection.

So a great starting point on growing in humility is to reflect on
Jesus® passion. Consider taking five minutes a day and imagining the
Son of God naked on the cross, His Body beaten and bloody by our
sins. How have we crucified our Lord? This allows us to see how much
we need God’s grace to grow in holiness.

As we become aware of our sins, we can encounter the Risen
Christ by humbling ourselves in the sacrament of reconciliation. We are
all the same. None of us likes to admit we are guilty. Just go to any
prison and ask how many inmates are guilty of the crimes that have put
them into prison. For our parish, look on any Saturday afternoon or
Sunday morning and see how few the number of people are lined up to
go to confession. I suspect we like going to confession as much as we
like getting the flu or paying our taxes. It is a priceless gift, however,
that gives us the opportunity to admit our guilt, confess our sins, ask
for God’s grace of conversion, amend our lives, and be absolved of our
sins to constantly grow in the love of Christ.

You may have heard this story in a homily, but I’ll mention it
again. This priest was giving a retreat to the sisters of Mother Teresa’s
Missionaries of Charity in the Bronx. As the sisters were going to con-
fession, one of them came out of the confessional, opened up the cur-
tain and said to the priest, “See, everyone thinks I'm a saint, but I am
just a sinner like everyone else.” That “sinner” was Blessed Teresa of
Calcutta. I think we can all say that if Mother Teresa wasn’t too good
for confession, neither are wel Through her intercession, may we all
grow in humility through a greater desire for prayer, reconciliation, and
the Holy Eucharist through Christ our Lord.
