I.  Roles and Responsibilities of the MQHR Student Council

♦Roles of Student Council

1. To officially represent the student body of Mary Queen of the Holy Rosary School.

2. To identify and help solve problems/issues encountered by students in the school.

3. To communicate the opinions of the student body to the school administration on any subject that concerns students and on which the Council wishes to be consulted.

4. To promote and encourage the involvement of students in organizing school activities.

5. To communicate concerns to Mary Queen of the Holy Rosary’s School Board.
♦Responsibilities of Student Council Members

1. To promote the interests of students among the school administration, staff, and parents.

2. To inform students about subjects/issues that are of concern to the MQHR student body.

3. To organize financial campaigns for school activities.

4. To participate in the process and revision of school policies, regulations, and procedures.

5. To propose activities to school administration that would improve the quality of life in the school.

6. To provide service to the school, church, and community.

7. To organize events and activities that engage students, staff, parents, and community.

8. To maintain good relations with school staff, PTSA, parish, and community.

9. To maintain adequate grades and sufficient conduct while serving as a Council member.
10.  To attend Council meetings, events and activities as regularly as possible.

II.  Student Council Activities
♦ Morning Announcements
The Student Council will bear the responsibility of making the morning announcements, and leading the Morning Prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.  In addition, the Student Council will take the responsibility of training others to help serve in this capacity.
♦Spirit Club

The Student Council will serve as the school’s spirit club by making signs/banners for our competitive teams and school events.  

♦Talent Show Production

The Student Council is the sponsor of the school talent show.  Council is responsible for judging acts, emceeing the show, runners/stage hands, lights, curtains, and music.
♦Message Board/Bulletin Board

Council members are responsible for updating the message board that is located in the front hallway.  The Student Council Bulletin Board will be available to post announcements for Council Members as well as notices to the general school population.  Council Members will also be responsible to post signs about various activities and events going on in the school.

♦Campus Beautification

Student Council and PTSA work collaboratively on the flowering and planting of the school grounds.  The Council will assist with fall and spring Beautification.

♦Fundraisers

Student Council Members will be asked to participate in fundraising activities that will support the activities of the school and/or community agencies and organizations.  Members receive community service hours for their involvement with fundraisers (see Community Service section for more info).

♦Community Service

All Council Members are asked to have a minimum of one hour of community service/volunteer work per month.  Hours may be done in advance.  Community Service will be done on an individual level as well as group activities.  Members will be required to complete Community Service Logs for each service they provide.  Parents may not sign Service Logs, and students may not receive remuneration for the activities counted for Community Service.
III.  Meetings

Meetings will be scheduled by the Student Council Sponsor and posted on the Student Council bulletin board and published in the school newsletter.  Members are expected to attend at least 75% of all meetings.  Attendance will be a factor when selecting members for special events and activities.  Meetings will be held either in the morning or after-school.  Special meetings may also be called as needed. 
IV.  Student Council Awards
Student Council Members will be eligible for various awards at the end of the year ceremony for things such as Best Leadership, Outstanding Community Service, Most School Spirit, etc.  

V.  Council Membership
Student Council Membership will consist of two delegates per sixth through eighth grade homeroom.  One student per fifth grade homeroom will be selected.  The fifth grade members will have full participation privileges, but will not be counted as voting members.
