My name is Leandry L. Mzee, 30 years old, a seminarian of the Catholic 
Diocese of Moshi in Tanzania. I’m a student in the third year of Theology 
studies at Segerea Senior Seminary. I am aspiring to become a priest. 
God wishes in 2012, I will become a priest.   

  

By origin, I was born in the family of Leo and Devota. Both are simple 
peasants. They are both Catholics. I have 6 sisters and 2 brothers. I’m the 
second born.  All my family members are Catholics. I was born on 15

th
 

February, 1979. So, that is my birthday.   I become a Catholic on 5
th
 April, 

1979. I received my first Holy Communion on 12
th 

January, 1993. I had 
Confirmation on 2

nd
 October, 1994. 

  

I had my Primary education at Narumu Primary school. Our school was 
very close to the church. I attended the Holy Mass everyday though our home is a bit far from the 
church. I had to walk on foot for about half an hour. Then after Mass I would go for the classes. As I 
entered standard four, I started serving as an altar boy in the church. I did that till I reached standard 
seven. When I was about to complete my primary education, I did the examination for joining the mi-
nor seminary. I passed both Oral and the written exams. One month later, I did the National exami-
nation for completing the primary education of which passed as well. I was to join Lyamungo Gov-
ernment Secondary school boarding. Some people advised me to join Lyamungo while others ad-
vised me to join the seminary. But at last I was to make up my mind. So I decided to join the minor 
seminary for the priesthood. I studied very hard. Though to get school fees was a problem but by 
God’s graces, I completed well the form six at St. James Junior Seminary in 2003. Then I joined a 
first year formation at St Charles Lwanga Formation Center. Thereafter I joined Philosophical studies 
a Kibosho Senior Seminary for three years where I was awarded a Diploma in Philosophical and Re-
ligious studies. And then I joined Segerea Senior Seminary for the Theological studies where I am 
now. God wishes in 2012, I will become a priest. 

 

My grandmother died while I was in the first year of Philosophy at Kibosho Seminary. She was so 
pious that everyone at that place knew her. She attended the Holy Mass almost every day. She was 
kind to people that everybody loved her.  At home no one was allowed to take food or go to sleep 
without praying.  I think her prayers and of many other people have contributed much for me to be in 
this way to priesthood. I am grateful to God for the gift of her, my parents, formatters, sponsors and 
any other who may have in one way or another have supported or helped me in my vocation. I don’t 
have anything to reward them. They will receive their reward from God. What else can I say than 
thank you? You are remembered daily in my prayers at the Holy Mass. And God bless you.

A day in the life of a seminarian at Kipalapala (St. Paul) Senior Seminary

The daily activities fall into four categories: academic, spiritual, manual work and sports.    

 

ACADEMIC. 

       Academic is the main duty of state in our Seminary life, under this juncture we are learning  the 
Theological subjects for four years, of which three are the principal 
subjects which are Dogmatic Theology, Sacred Scriptures and Moral 
Theology; other three are comprehensive subjects , these are Spiritual 
Theology, Canon Law and Liturgy.  

These six disciplines are accompanied by the short courses and semi-
nars on the Theological issues.  

   

     The main purpose of studying theology in the Senior Seminary is:  

To help us to draw up the pure Church (Catholic) doctrines from Di-
vine Revelation and to go deep in their true meaning.  

To nourish our intellectual faculty and to improve our spiritual life so as 
to proclaim and defend the teaching of the Church in Priestly Ministry.  

   

    In order to achieve the desired goal, we have the Academic Annual 
Time Table which guide us on the matters of Lectures, Examinations, 
Assignment, Seminars and Term Papers.  

With regard to the time table we sit for Two Mid-Term and Two Termi-
nal Exams in the whole academic year which covers the period of 
Nine Months.  

   

    Our St. Paul Senior Seminary-Kipalapala is affiliated to the Urbaniana Pontifical University of 
Rome, of which our Seminarians of the fourth year who qualify for B.A, by score ring above 75% av-
erage for the three principal subjects at the end of their studies sit for the Baccalaureate Examina-
tion from Rome .  

     Also we have our Seminary Journal “Kipalapala Leo” to which the Seminarians present their arti-
cles based on the Theological, Social and Moral Issues as they are accrued from the existing situa-
tion of the present world.  

    

         Therefore academic being the main duty of state in the Seminary life, no body can deny this 
fact because of its necessity as far as intellectual formation is concerned.  

   

ON SPIRITUAL MATTERS. 

By prayer we express and grow in our union with God, with this idea Seminarian have spiritual exer-
cises in the community as well as private (personal exercise).  

We have Holy Mass everyday.  

We have the Liturgy of hour’s everyday, (Lauds, Midday prayers, and Evening and Night prayers).

We have twenty minutes for meditation in many days, after morning prayers.  

In the month of October we always recite the Rosary, in other months we are called to pray Rosary 
privately.  

Each Friday during the Lenten period we follow the way of the Cross.  

We approach the Sacrament of penance at least once a month.  

We are also to choose the personal spiritual Father among the Priests who are lecturing in our 
Seminary for the spiritual guidance.  

   

MANUAL WORK. 

Manual work is part of the Seminarians duty of state, those who shirk it or constantly come late they 
are lazy. Lazy priests are a burden to the Church and society such Seminarians are not wanted.  

In our seminary-Kipalapala, the days of manual work are Monday, 
Wednesday and Thursday (from 4:30pm- 6:00 pm).  

 We do the following works; conserving of environment e.g. shrubs and 
flowers, farming, carpentry etc.  

We do clean thoroughly our dormitories, lecture rooms, chapel and din-
ning hall.  

Knowing that agriculture is the back born of our nation, we seminarians 
of Kipalapala have the big farm in which we cultivate maize, sunflower and beans.  

Moshi Seminarians do also contribute to those sections; we work seriously for the purpose of mak-
ing the life in the seminary suitable.  

     

SPORTS. 

As regards the sports, our Seminarians involve themselves in various games as are available here 
in the Seminary; these are Football (known as soccer in the US), Volleyball, Loan Tennis and Table 
Tennis. Each one of us participate in a particular game according to his interest and ability.  

The sports days are indicated in the Seminary time table, these are Tuesday, Thursday and Satur-
day evening from 4:30pm to 6:00 pm, for the sports are considered to be part of our formation as it 
helps the Seminarians from the different Dioceses in Tanzania to come together and share their tal-
ents.  

It is considered as the way of maintaining ones physical fitness and intellectual refreshment, also 
sports fosters good relationship among the Seminarians.  

It is lucky that all of our Seminarians from Moshi are active in the mentioned 
games, and they have contributed to the victory of our Seminary in many of the in-

ter- collegial friendly matches.      

Therefore the categories mentioned above are aimed to enable us to assimilate the 
values of Spiritual Formation, Human Formation Intellectual Formation and Pastoral 

Formation.
