Catholic growth of the newly formed St. Alfred Parish in Taylor, Michigan.  In 

May of 1947, St. Alfred Parish had grown to 300 families and had moved from a 

temporary location to it present site on Telegraph Road.  Three former prisoner 

of war barracks were purchased from the Army Airport at Willow Run which be-

came the church, school and hall in May 1946.  A new school building was estab-

lished in 1948 through numerous fundraisers.  On September 22nd, 1960 the 

present church and school buildings were dedicated.  On March 1, 1964, the 

school  addition was dedicated.  A gym and additional meeting rooms were built 

in 1991.

The Archdiocese of Detroit offers Tuition Assistance Programs for families who are enrolled in a Catholic Parish 

and are in good standing with Catholic Community.  This Tuition Assistance Program is run through PSAS (Private 

School Aid Service).    Qualifying Children must reside in one of six counties of the Archdiocese of Detroit and be 

registered at a Catholic Elementary or High School  in the Archdiocese of Detroit.  Awards are given out to families 

in need and paid out to the registered school in November or December.  The award amount per child is $600 for 

elementary or $700 for high school.  There is an application fee for $21 and the deadline to file for this tuition assis-

tance is no later than April 12, 2010.  If you have further questions, please contact the Catholic Schools Office at 313

-237-5775.  PSAS forms can be obtained at the School Office or by going online to  www.aodonline.org and       

clicking on the Catholic Schools tab.   

The Education for a Brighter Future Fund is directed for children residing in Wayne County and entering Kinder-

garten or transferring into grades 1 through 5 in the fall of 2010 who did not attend private school in 2009 ~ 2010.  

First time applicants must be enrolled in private school or the first time.  The maximum amount of the award is 

$1,850 per child and is based on a random drawing.  The application deadline is April 30th, 2010.  There is no ap-

plication fee required.  The award announcement is made 3 to 4 weeks after submission of application.  The pay-

ment to the school is two times annually.  Applications should be available in the school office mid -February.  For 

further information, contact Education for a Brighter Future at 313 -883-8570.
