Our beginnings date to January, 1982, when as a satellite of St. Mary Magdalen Church, we were
affectionately called "the little church in the wildwood." The first Mass at Annunciation Catholic Church was celebrated on March 25, 1979 - on the Feast of the Annunciation. Bishop Grady dedicated our original place of worship on September 28,1980. For sixteen months we were the satellite church of St. Mary Magdalen. Father Caverly was the pastor of both churches until January 14,1982 when Annunciation became a parish in its own parish. The parish started out with about 800 families and standing room only. In 28 years, the parish has grown to 3,800 families. We do have an elementary school, Annunciation Academy, grades K - 8 and we also have a day care center. Our mission statement is "Annunciation hearts are burning to know, love and serve God by loving and serving others"
The Church of Annunciation's Women's Guild was started immediately and had its first
Installation Mass and Luncheon on May 17,1982. Dorothy Kelly was installed as our first president. The first general meeting was held on September 20,1982 with Henry Liebersat as the guest speaker. Sister Rosemary Finnegan was the speaker at the next meeting. Our CCW is composed of circles, 7 circles. We have a monthly board meeting the first Monday evening of each month at 7 PM. We are having a Council fundraiser in January, a casino evening. It will raise funds for operating and we are tithing 10% of our proceeds to help in the education of our seminarians. The circles all have fundraisers throughout the year for the charities that they support. We have almost 200 members. Increasing membership will be one of the areas that we will concentrate our efforts over the next two years. One of our circles is sponsoring a
refugee family from Burma through Catholic Relief Services. The family consists of a husband, wife and their 3 year old son. They were refugees in Thailand for a couple of years before they were allowed to come here. The circle members are helping this family making the transition to life in America taking them to appointments regarding their immigration status, job interviews, grocery shopping, doctor visits, and the list goes on. This has been a very rewarding project for this circle.
Annunciation has an annual Fall Festival every October. All of the organizations of the parish participate in this community event. CCW is instrumental in this event by setting up a large area of the Family Life Center with crafts, baked goods and other gently used items that are sold. Our booth takes in approximately 10 % of the money raised which is all donated to charity. We also bake for the festival and volunteer our time at our booth and other booths at the event. It is a wonderful time of community within our parish. Our CCW also hosts many parish events as were called upon, such as our interfaith Thanksgiving prayer service and receptions for our clergy and staff. The women serve dinner and cleanup at the Marriage Encounter Weekend for the couples attending the weekend. We are also involved with our parish council and have worked with the Knights of Columbus to feed the students at UCF.
