ODCCW COMMISSION AWARDS 

COOKIE RECIPE by Suzette Mohr

Dreamy Deanery Cookie Logs 

1/2 c butter or margarine 

1 1/2 c graham cracker crumbs 

1 14 oz can sweetened condensed milk 

1 12 oz pkg choc chips 

1 9 oz pkg peanut butter chips 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees 

 

In 13x9 baking pan, melt butter/margarine in oven. 

Sprinkle crumbs evenly over butter and press down 

lightly. Pour condensed milk evenly over crumbs. 

Mix choc and peanut butter chips in bowl, then 

sprinkle over crumbs and milk. Press down firmly. 

Bake 25-30 minutes until lightly browned. Cool. Cut 

into bars. Can be refrigerated and saved.

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B ased in Apopka, the Notre Dame Mission Volunteer/Americorps program works with tutoring and mentor-

ing children and youth, staffing after-school enrichment programs and youth groups, teaching adults Eng-

lish, GED and Citizenship education, working with survivors of domestic violence, helping with parenting edu-

cation and support groups and staffing Pennies for Power, Youth Credit Union.

REMEMBER:  
A newborn left under the “Safe Haven” program, either by the Letter of the Law or Spirit of the Law was not 

abandoned. 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION: 
We receive so many requests to adopt a “Safe Haven” baby. Realistically, it is virtually impossible to ask for 

and expect to adopt one of these children. The adoption process is regulated by the State of Florida and is the 

same process for all children that are placed with adoption agencies.
