January 26, 2012

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm. Father Nick led the opening prayer.

Finance Council
Offertory collections are up $11K this fiscal year from the prior year, however the number of givers is down.  Christmas brought in less money for December than in past years probably due to Christmas falling on a Sunday this year.  Total expenses are up $18K over last year.  Seton Obligation is paid off.  Obligation to SPPS is about $100K yearly.  Tax statements will be going out at the end of the month.
Committee reports
Formation  --  We’ve averaged 20 participants for the first four weeks of our Speaker Series on Week of Prayer for Christian Unity topics.   There are two more weeks (Tuesday nights) left for this program.  Men’s breakfast is scheduled for Saturday, January 28th.  One of our children’s Faith Walk classes discussed the needs of others, specifically the homeless, and are collecting donations for the Community Inn.  On Super Bowl Sunday the Youth Group will collect for God’s pantry as part of the Souper Bowl of Caring.  Young Adults will have a Super Bowl party after serving a meal at Catholic Action Center.
Worship – We are preparing to celebrate the 10th anniversary of the dedication of our church building.  Father Larry will concelebrate at the mass using songs and prayers from the original dedication service.  Chili cook-off supper and Bingo will follow.  Liturgy committee is also preparing for Ash Wednesday and other Lenten services. On February 11th we will celebrate significant (5, 10, 15, 20, 25, 30, 35, 40, 45, 50+) Wedding Anniversaries at the 5:00 PM Mass.
Parish Life  – Men’s Group had Ginny Ramsey, co-director of Catholic Action Center, as guest speaker for their January meeting.  Upcoming events:  Chili Cook-off (10th Anniversary celebration) Feb 3rd after 6;30 PM Mass;  2nd Annual Dad’s and Daughters Dance Feb 10th;  Wine & Cheese Social Feb 11th at Copperfield Clubhouse;  Trivia Night Feb 25th: Sadie Hawkins celebration Feb 29th following the 6:30 PM Mass.  Twenty-four people attended the New Member Luncheon held Jan 8th.  Young Adults will begin meeting the 4th Sunday of each month for fellowship & Cappuccino after the 11:00 AM Mass! 
Outreach – Those involved in the Visitation to the Sick and those interested in becoming involved in this ministry will meet Feb 5th at 9:45 AM in the office.  Fr. Nick has been in communication with Sayre Village about the need for their van to bring those in their various facilities to Saturday night mass.  We will offer the Rice Bowl program during Lent.   One of our parishioners is in the process of developing a plan to initiate and oversee a community garden in the back of the property to start during Lent.  Property Committee has in theory approved it as far as the designated location.  The plan should be ready for publication by Ash Wednesday.
Property – We will be talking with a structural engineer to evaluate cracks in the exterior of the building.  Humidity measurements were taken – we are awaiting the test results.  We will be monitoring sidewalks along Victoria Way with plans to redirect drainage.  A roofer has been contacted to check for leaks (stains found in the ceiling).  The Fox Harbour house will go back on the market after some minor cosmetic repairs are complete.
Other Business

A new parish directory is being published and should be mailed out to all parishioners in February.  The Council will review and make any needed changes to the directory for revised one to be sent in August with the plan to have a directory mailed to all current members in August of each year.  Pastor evaluation forms will be sent out with our February newsletter (Pax Vox).  Parishioners will be asked to return these to a box in the back of church.  Pastoral Council members will review them and provide a summary for Father Nick.  Fundraising – we were committed to raise $20K for this fiscal year; so far we have raised about $3,400.  Suggestions of a spring yard sale and raffle/silent auction at Malone’s in the Fall were made.   Council members will be calling uninvolved parishioners by Easter to update registration and see how the church can better meet their needs.

Father Nick continues to recognize parishioners for time and talent given to the church.  Those selected for January: Shannon Markel - Formation, Bob Calhoun - Liturgy, Mary Jo and Howard Davis – Parish Life, and Dennis Powers - WebPage.

We still need volunteers for the welcoming committee and someone to chair this group.
