Dear Parent,

We have just passed the midway point of the school year and many things have been accomplished.  We have installed a new sound system in our gym, renovated the restrooms in the Refectory, upgraded our wireless network, purchased and installed our first round of smart boards, hired a full time technology instructor, purchased new math and language arts textbooks, and began the process of upgrading our playground.  Our school continues to provide our children with a high quality Catholic education while keeping our tuition among the lowest in the Diocese of Cleveland.  Our goal is to continue to keep tuition as low as we possibly can while remaining fiscally responsible.  It costs us around $4,500.00 per student per school year.  As we announced through a newsletter from Mrs. Parrish sent home in November, we are only raising tuition slightly while continuing with the same number of major fundraisers and cutting as many costs as possible without affecting the quality of education we provide to our children.  

For the 2011-2012 school year, the portion of tuition for parishioners of Saint Francis de Sales, Queen of Heaven, and Nativity of Our Lord Jesus due to these parishes subsidizing their parishioners Catholic education will be:

*Non-parishioners or non-catholic student’s tuition will be $4,500.00 per year per student
The annual student fee will remain the same at $100.00 per student and is applicable to all students.  The student fee is due to the school office by Friday, August 12, 2011 or it can be combined with your tuition and paid through your FACTS payment plan.  

We want to remind everyone that the above tuition amounts for cluster parish members require regular and faithful participation by the family at Mass and the Sacraments.

We have attached a PSAS application to this letter for each family.  This is the application each family must use to apply for any type of financial aid whether it is from the Diocese or our own Parish.  Please read over the application carefully and make sure your fill it out completely and include all materials and the fee for proper processing abiding by the deadlines.  Please make sure this is filled out and mailed in well before March 1st so it can be considered for the first round of financial aid.  The first round is when 80% of financial aid is awarded.  These applications are mailed directly to PSAS and processed by them so we never see your private and personal information.  

We will continue to use FACTS Tuition Management Company to process our tuition.  If you are already enrolled in the FACTS program, you will be automatically re-enrolled unless you let us know otherwise.  If you need to change any information such as address, phone, or bank information, please contact Mrs. Lloyd in the school office to obtain a FACTS Change of Status Form.  All families are required to make their tuition payments through FACTS unless you are paying in full by August 12, 2011 directly to the school office.
