hen we discover something very important and valuable it's natural to 

want to share it with those closest to us. Andrew immediately went to 

his brother Simon and told him the good news of his discovery of 

Jesus. And it didn't take much to get Simon to “come and see” who this Jesus 

was. Jesus reached out to Simon in the same way he did to Andrew earlier. He 

not only addressed Simon by his personal name, but he gave him a new name 

which signified the call God had for him. “Cephas” or “Peter” literally means 

“rock.” To call someone a “rock” was one of the greatest compliments. The 

ancient rabbis had a saying that when God saw Abraham, he exclaimed: “I have 

discovered a rock to found the world upon.” Through Abraham God 

established a nation for himself. Through faith Peter grasped who Jesus truly 

was—the Anointed One (Messiah and Christ) and the only begotten Son of 

God. The New Testament describes the church as a spiritual house or temple 

with each member joined together as living stones (see 1 Peter 2:5). Faith in 

Jesus Christ makes us into rocks or spiritual stones. The Holy Spirit gives us the 

gift of faith to know Jesus personally, power to live the gospel faithfully, and 

courage to witness to others the joy and truth of the gospel. The Lord Jesus is 

ever ready to draw us near to himself.

Dear Friends, 

 You are invited to celebrate an evening of ecumenical prayer with 

our Sister congregation of Our Savior’s Lutheran Church in north 

Moorhead, this Wednesday evening, January 18, at 7 pm here at St. 

Francis de Sales Church. The celebration will be followed by hospitality in 

our gathering space. Come and pray with our Lutheran brothers and 

sisters.    

 Here is a brief summary of the Fall Stewardship of Treasure 

Appeal here at St. Francis de Sales. We have 496 households. 251 or 

just over 50% of these households use envelopes or are “regular” givers. 

243 households are “outreach” parishioners. 211 (42.5%) of 

households responded to our appeal, with either a weekly or monthly 

commitment, to make an increase in their offering or to stay at the level 

they are currently giving. Our gross projected annual increase (12 

months), if all commitments were maintained is $79,352.00, with a cost 

of the program at $7,750.00, for a net annual increase of $71,602.00. 

An 80% level of retention to these commitments is a normal range for 

average actual increase. This would leave an actual annual increase of 

$57,281.00. A more detailed report can be obtained from a Parish 

Pastoral or Finance Council member, or from the Parish Office. I am 

grateful for each of you who participated in our Appeal. 

 We have already begun to see the results of your generosity. At 

the end of this December we are back in the black (last December were 

had a $12,000 deficit), due to your increased giving and some 

reductions in our expenses. (Note also the corrections in envelope giving 

for Dec. 25 and Jan. 1, in today’s bulletin.) We continue to seek to be 

good stewards of your generosity. May God continue to bless you in this 

New Year of 2012, as you work to be good stewards of time, talent and 

treasure. Together we can bring about the kingdom of God as we “seek 

the Lord in all that we do.”
