St. Francis of Assisi Catholic Youth Enrichment (CYE)

 Program Policy
ATTENDANCE
· Follow the Orange County School Schedule for emergency closings.

· Regular Sunday Mass attendance is expected.

· Children are expected to attend CYE class each week. As an attendance incentive, children earn attendance certificates at the end of the CYE year.  If child is absent from class, parent/guardian must contact the Office of Religious Education at 407-886-4602 for make-up work assignment.  Failure to complete make-up work may cause delay on the promotion of child to the next level.  
BEHAVIOR
· Appropriate behavior and common courtesy are presumed and expected at every grade level.

· Persistent behavior problems will result in the following response(s):

· First incident:  Warning for disrupting class.

· Second incident:  Student will stay after class and talk with catechist.

· Third incident: DRE or Session Coordinator will speak with student.
· The next step involves the parent being called to accompany the student to class the following week, or a meeting will take place with parent, student and DRE to discuss alternatives.
SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION
· A separate sacramental registration must be completed for children preparing for the Sacraments of Reconciliation, Eucharist, or Confirmation.

· A child must be in his or her second year of religious education classes to be eligible for the Sacraments of Reconciliation, Eucharist, or Confirmation. He or she must be attending Mass regularly.

· Students preparing for the Sacraments will be required to make up the work missed during CYE session absences. This will ensure that the child will not miss out on the lesson taught that week.

· Students preparing for the Sacraments and their parents will participate in the sacramental preparation sessions for parents and candidates. A special sacrament calendar will be provided to the parents and children preparing for the sacraments.
· Older students (4th grade and above) who have not received the Sacraments of Reconciliation (Confession) and Eucharist (Communion) attend religious education classes for two years and attend Mass regularly. During the second year, parents and children will participate in the sacramental preparation sessions for parents and candidates.    

· Students who have not been baptized are required to participate in religious education introductory classes, attend Mass regularly, and be part of the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults adapted for children for a period of two years. Full initiation into the Catholic Church (Baptism, Eucharist, and Confirmation) occurs at the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday.

· If your child is transferring from another program, please submit letter from the previous parish verifying what the student has completed in preparation for the Sacraments.
