Please contact the stone company and our Supervisor for the placement of stones and the digging of foundations.  

8) Glass containers and wire pins – as well as holes in the sod to hold containers, potted plants or vases – are not permitted because they constitute potential safety hazards to Cemetery visitors and employees.

9)  Decorations should be placed close to memorials so that   visitors and employees do not trip over them.
10)  Votive lights and free standing statues may not be placed or  planted on Cemetery grounds because they present safety hazards to Cemetery visitors and employees.
11)  The Cemetery reserves the right to remove decorations that  have deteriorated, along with decorations that do not meet these guidelines, to maintain the beauty, dignity and safety of the Cemetery.  The Cemetery cannot be responsible for decorations, plants, vases, etc. left on the grounds.
12)  Use of all facilities and all services are subject to the rules and regulations of St. Joseph’s Cemetery now in force or that may be hereafter adopted by the cemetery committee.

Regulations

1.) A Cemetery Easement grants rights for human burial. Before such a burial may take place, the proper Cemetery Easement must be produced and made available to the proper Cemetery Authority.

2.) Standard internment: one casket or two cremains or one casket with one cremain per standard gravesite.

3.) Ordinary maintenance and seeding of grass after burial will be taken care of by the Cemetery Supervisor, and maintained by a professional service.

4.) An Easement does not grant anyone the right to plant shrubs and/or trees at the cemetery.  If any such planting does take place, the Cemetery Personnel at the expense of the Easement holder will remove the shrubs and/or trees.

5.) Fresh-cut or artificial flowers are welcome at any time if they are placed in an appropriate, self-supporting container or vase that can be easily removed.  Potted plants will be permitted as well.  When the flowers become unsightly, the Cemetery will remove them, along with their container.

6.) Potted flowers may be placed at the Cemetery no sooner than April 1st.  All flowerpots and urns are to be removed from the Cemetery by November 1st.

7.) Planting of flowers, scrubs or trees is not   permitted   in front of an existing memorial marker.  We have designated areas for the planting of flowers by the Cemetery sign and in the narrow strip between the driveways.  Contact our Cemetery Supervisor if you are interested.  Any flowers not maintained will be converted back to grass.      We are not responsible for any stones or memorials.
