As we enter into the month of November, the Church observes two special feast days in honor of those who

Today, November 1st is the Solemnity of All Saints, and on this day we honor and celebrate all those faithful
believers who have died and now enjoy eternal life in God’s heavenly Kingdom. All throughout the Church’s
liturgical year we observe the feasts of the “canonized” saints (e.g. St. Louise, St. Joseph, St. Anthony, etc.). However, on All Saints
Day we celebrate the fact that there are also many non-canonized saints — people we may have even known -- who by their holy
and faithful lives have merited a place in heaven. The importance of the feast day cannot be overstated, for the saints are the glory
of the Church because they are the evidences of the Church’s sanctity. Further, the saints are the heroes whose deeds are worthy
of imitation and we should call upon them for assistance and always depend upon their intercession before God’s heavenly throne.
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Tomorrow, November 2nd, the Church will observe the Feast of All Souls which is a special day set aside each year to offer
Masses and pray for all who have died and are awaiting entrance into heaven. These are the souls in Purgatory and they are
undergoing a process of purification in preparation to meet God face-to-face. In fact, the entire month of November is traditionally
set aside as a time to remember those who have passed away and stand in need of our prayers. The Second Book of Maccabees
reminds us that “it is a good and wholesome thought to pray for the dead” (12:45-46). Therefore, let us not forget to offer many
spiritual sacrifices this month for our beloved deceased. We are also reminded to “pay our respects” to the dead by making visits
