Annual Financial Report  
Every October pastors are required to submit a yearly financial report to the Diocese of Pittsburgh and publish the 
report for the parishioners’ review. In today’s bulletin you will find a copy of the report that I recently submitted to the 
Diocese. It was prepared primarily by the parish’s business manager and reviewed and approved by the Finance Council. 
It provides the financial data from the fiscal year that began on July 1, 2008 and concluded on June 30, 2009. 
 
In examining the report you will see that despite the economic crisis that rocked our nation during the course of the last fiscal year, both 
our parish and school were happily able to operate at modest surpluses. At the same time, significant payments were able to be made on 
the parish debt. 
 
Please note that this report does not include data from the Jubilee Capital Campaign which has garnered an impressive $3,378,000.00 in 
pledges to date. With the pledge payments we have received thus far, our current debt is down to $200,000.00 as of October 20th. 
 
While we are talking about matters financial, I want to remind everyone of the anticipated schedule of projects related to the Capital 
Campaign. 
 
Currently, we are planning on renovating the school kitchen and cafeteria next summer. The costs of the renovation will be 
approximately $500,000.00 The architect is currently finalizing the drawings and the project should go out for bid sometime early next 
year. 
 
Hopefully the anticipated renovations to our church sanctuary will begin and be completed sometime during our Jubilee Year which runs 
from May 25, 2011 – May, 2012. Some very rough design concepts have been bandied about by a committee, but more earnest planning 
for this important project will begin once the cafeteria plans have been finalized. 
 
Furthermore, because of our stable (and I dare say “improving”) financial condition, some of the projects that were supposed to be 
covered by Capital Campaign funds have been able to be paid for with general operating revenue (e.g. church and rectory painting and 
new rectory roof). 
 
In closing, I am very grateful for the many sacrifices that our parishioners are making to secure the financial footing of Saint Louise Parish 
and School. As I’ve mentioned a few times before, as Catholics we are called upon to adopt the practice of Sacrificial Giving, whereby 
through the Church and other charities we thankfully sacrifice and return to God a first portion of our income rather than only giving 
from our surplus. By espousing this notion of Sacrificial Giving we will ensure that the ministries, programs and facilities of our parish and 
school will be maintained in a worthy manner and that our faith community will be well poised to meet the demands which lie ahead.
