Celebrating the Sacraments

Baptism: Sundays immediately following the 12:30p.m. Mass, by appointment. Pre-Baptism Preparation for parents who have not previously attended, and for parents for which it has been 2 years or longer since the baptism of their last child. Pre-Baptism Preparation classes are held on the first Sunday of February, April, June, August, October, and December at 6:00 p.m. in the LeGras Parish Conference Room. Couples should attend this class between the fifth and seventh month of pregnancy. No pre-registration is required for the Pre-Baptism Class.  To arrange a baptism, please contact the parish office at least one month prior to the child’s Baptism.

Reconciliation: Saturday from noon to 1:00 p.m.

Communion: Holy Communion is distributed at all masses and to the sick and homebound by Eucharistic Ministers. If you are in need of this service, please call the parish office.

Marriage: Couples must contact one of the parish priests at least one year prior to their wedding date. There are a number of mandatory instructional options offered to couples, ranging from Engaged Encounter Retreats to more traditional classes.

Confirmation: Adult candidates attend the RCIA classes. All home-schooled and public and parochial school students past ninth grade who have not been confirmed should contact the Religious Education Office.

Anointing of the Sick: Celebrated annually during Mass for anyone who is seriously ill (physically or mentally), those facing serious surgery, those in chronic pain, and the elderly. This sacraments may also be celebrated individually (any time of the year) by calling the parish priest.

Vocation to Religious Life: The call to religious life is always marked by a desire to serve God and God’s people, to care for the needy and to bring people to experience God’s love. But, since ministry is a part of every vocation, service is not the distinguishing characteristic of a call to consecrated life as a member of a religious community. The uniqueness of the call to religious life is living the vows of poverty, chastity and obedience in community. The essential service of the religious is to witness to all the faithful that each of us is called to treat things, persons and our own self with respect and as ultimately belonging to God. At the heart of the call to religious life is a desire to give oneself in love to God in a way so total that the pursuit of union with God makes it impossible of anything or anyone to be more central.
