The Tabernacle
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With God as the heart of our hearts and life of our lives, we grow in deeper awareness of our need to be present before Him – in adoration and thanksgiving. In our silence, the God of Silence speaks to us and touches us beyond words. 
He is present in the Tabernacle which is located at a mid-point between the altar of Sacrifice in the Sanctuary and the altar in the Eucharistic Chapel. It is in this location that the Tabernacle is in a “dignified place convenient to the pilgrim people.”

The Tabernacle, like the Ark of the Covenant, symbolizes God’s presence in our midst and we pilgrims, like David, rejoice in Him by finding…
