What is Engagement? It is the emotiona connection to our parish community. It’s how we feel about our parish, a sense of
belonging and having the opportunity to do what we do best. Research by the Gallup Organization tells us that people who
are engaged in their faith community are vastly more likely to be Spiritually Committed individuals. Spiritually Committed
people are much more likely to be happy with their lives (even in the midst of trials or challenge); they are also more likely
to invite others to worship with them or participate in faith community events. These individuals are more likely to give
selflesdy of their time and their talent and are more likely to serve in wonderful ways. They aretruly living disciples!

The key characteristic of an engaged parishioner is one who organizes their life around their church. It isin the spirit of
support and encouragement that the Engagement Committee of St. Matthew is constantly striving to identify and create
opportunities to develop and enhance the relationship between our church, our ministries, and our parishioners.

The Engagement Committeeisresponsible for the oversight of all the components of engagement that are outlined in the
Pastoral Plan for 2008-2011 (see parish website, stmatthewcatholic.org). We have prepared the soil and the seeds are being
planted. Thisisall about our relationship with Jesus Christ and the way our faith islived out in all aspects of our lives.
Belonging leads to believing! It is our hope to draw othersinto the life of the community (leading them to engagement)
where their lives may change as they experience Christ through us.

In the fall of 2008, St. Matthew introduced Living Your Strengths, a process whereby individuals discover their top 5 God-
given talents through the Clifton Strengthsfinder assessment by the Gallup organization. Individual s continue to explore and
devel op these talents into strengths through small group sessions or have the opportunity to meet with a Strength’s Coach to
delve deeper into understanding one’ s strengths and embracing them in daily life. Gift Coordinators are available to explore
opportunities on how to use one' s talents and strengthsin our own parish or the community at large. On-going follow up and
strengthening of individual’s talents continue through our monthly gatherings entitled Guiding Parishioner’ s Strengths
(GPS).

Over 500 parishioners have experienced this exciting program in the first year, and every member of St. Matthew isinvited
and encouraged to share thejourney! Watch for signup details on Living Your Strengthsin the bulletin.

GPS - Guiding Parishioner Strengths— parishioners guide each other to grow spiritually and apply their strengths. GPS
provides an opportunity to understand your strengths more fully through discussion, building community, sharing
information about working with a coach or gift coordinator and through highlighting ministries. Meetings are monthly and
90 minutes. Weinvite all those who have completed aLiving Y our Strengths Journey to join us. Invitations are extended
monthly by email.

The form is submitted to the Diocese of
Charlotte by the parish for processing.

Volunteer Profile asks for standard personal information.

Acknowledgement of Receipt Form which is the last page of the Sexual Misconduct Policy handbook; this should be signed and
dated.

Certification of Receipt Form from the Code of Ethics handbook; this should be signed and dated.

Forms can be obtained at the receptionist desk during normal office hours. You can aso access the forms online at
www.charlottediocese.org; the forms and handbooks are available from their home page under “How We Serve’, then select the “Human
Resources’ link. Completed and signed forms need to be returned to the parish office in a sealed envelope to the attention of Lisa
Hornung. These can be dropped off at the receptionist desk or mailed to: St. Matthew Catholic Church, PO Box 49349, Charlotte, NC
282717.

Additionally, volunteers must attend a Protecting God’s Children workshop. This program is intended to educate volunteers to
recognize and prevent sexual abuse.
