Review Minutes

Old Business: 

1. A discussion was held regarding who to have speak at Masses during the weekend of Sep 13th.  Pierre volunteered to give the Time and Talent talk – with his involvement in bringing Eucharist to Norlite Nursing Home, serving during funerals and such the committee felt this was appropriate.  Joe will contact Anne Marie Case to touch base with her about Finance Council’s report on Sep 20th.  Catherine will then talk to a couple in our parish about possibly talking during the weekends of Sep 27th – Tithing Talk.  Joe will also talk to Tami in regards to what her schedule looks like and her level of commitment toward Stewardship month.  

2. The Committee feels as though we should continue to focus ministries who may not get a lot of spotlight.  It would be the committee’s responsibility to identify these ministries and to recruit people to talk during the Spring Speaker series

3. The committee felt as though we should wait until Sep 13, Sep 20, and Sep 27 to start the program.  Due to Labor Day falling a bit later in the month it would be helpful to wait.  This means that our mailing would go out a bit late.  There is a concern on whether it would crowd out the UPSCA appeal.  A discussion with Fr. Larry needs to happen in regards to what he would like to happen.  

4. In regards to the Budgeting program that the Finance Council was interested in, the Stewardship Cmte needs to discuss this with Fr. Larry.  We will look into this during our next meeting.

5. A Stewardship Reflection in the bulletin was discussed at one point.  A parishioner was interested in providing and writing for us as her ministry.  Catherine met with her and read her sample writings.  Cat was concerned in regards to the length of the reflections.  Catherine wanted to discuss this with Fr. Larry but he has been extremely busy and so Catherine is waiting until things slow down a bit.  After speaking with the Stewardship Cmte we decided that the parishioner’s ministry may be better directed to Gerry Waite, with the parish newsletter.

6. Joe Sullivan passed out some handouts in regards to Stewardship.  Members were encouraged to read it and to educate ourselves
