At 7:03 PM, Anne Marie called the meeting to order.  Msgr. Jed led the members in an opening prayer. 

April, 2009 Meeting Minutes – The minutes were accepted as presented.  They are also posted on the website.  

Agenda – No changes/additions.
Presentation by Maura Davenport – Maura discussed scrip sales: what it is, its history, and where the money goes.  She indicated that they are proposing a portion of the scrip sales go back to the parish.  Maura also supplied information on the amount of sales and profit for local churches and the school over the past year.  She also reviewed information on the results of a pilot program at St. Louis the King, which was successful.  The proposal is that an annual goal amount would be set and any profit above and beyond that would be split, with half going to the parish.  Maura indicated that what they would like from us, as a parish, is to help supply the volunteers to sell and help with promotions.  She thought it might be helpful to have a member of this committee serve on their group in the future.  There is no implementation date set yet, but they are thinking about sometime around September.  There was some discussion regarding how to make the ordering process more quick and efficient.  One suggestion was that individuals could fill out a scrip order form before mass and pick up the cards after mass.  It was also suggested that the form be made available on the website so people could fill it out at their convenience.  The council will discuss the issue further once Fr. Larry is here.
Building and Grounds Committee – No report.
Personnel Committee – No report.
Financial Reports:
A. Current budget/financial comparative report: May, 2009 – John indicated we are still one week behind in our payment to the school.  We will have to pay twice in June.  Automatic withdrawals are not increasing and giving is less than it was last year.  There was discussion regarding what we are going to do if we are short at the end of June and can’t pay our obligations.  It was suggested that we look into going with an average rather than actual monthly payment for Semco in the future.  If we are short on cash, it’s possible to borrow from the Memorial Fund on a short term basis.  John send out information at the end of the month regarding what the anticipated shortfall is (if any) and what options there are for covering that shortfall.  It is likely that the only option will be borrowing from the memorial fund.  Council members will be asked to review the options (if there are any) and provide input on how it should be handled when the bills need to be covered at the end of the fiscal year and Msgr. Jed needs to sign off on the financial status of the parish.  
B. Capital Campaign Update –  one large check was received this month, but other than that, payments have been decreasing.  It was suggested that John send letters to those who still have a balance letting them know what their balance is.  
C. Zryd Fund – We won’t have an update on the status of the fund until July 15th.  The parish has decided in the past that these funds are not to be used for operational expenses and the council still supports that philosophy.
Business:
A. Bank Fees – John changed the parish account to non-profit status.  Council members were not able to review the information distributed at the last meeting, but Anne Marie and Fred both indicated they will try to do so before the August meeting.
B. Prayer Service and Potluck on Monday, June 22 at 6 p.m.  Everyone on the council should have received an invitation in the mail.  Msgr. Jed encouraged finance council members to attend if they can.  Call the office to RSVP if you have not yet.
