Review Minutes

Old Business:

1. The nomination process for pastoral council included nominations for committee participation.  There were good results this year.
2. Spring talks.  Tami had not contacted those in the prayer chain we wished to have speak.  She will do it right away since there is still time.  Follow up:  Mary Beth Bullock will speak at 5:00 mass and Barb Hutchison will speak at the two masses on Sunday.
3. Self-Study.  The things covered describe some of the Development Committee description.  We reviewed the description the committee uses regarding Stewardship Committee activities.  Finance Committee does the UPCSA work, so we removed that.  Although new parishioner welcome is not directly overseen by Stewardship, it could stay as a reminder.  With respect to education of parishioners, Joe had thought some posting of parishioners doing good would be a way to remind people of what stewardship activities happen in our parish.  The newsletter often covers these stories of parishioner stewardship.  Cat wondered if we could have a stewardship section of the newsletter to highlight it.  Joe will talk to Gerry Waite to see if he has an interest.  Pierre wondered if the newsletter appeared often enough to satisfy our whole need to education.  If we could help people understand that they are participating in stewardship when they participate in the spring clean up, that might help.  We will post a sign on invitations to participate in stewardship activities that identify them as such.  Tami will make it.  We could ask the youth group to use the word when they describe their activities.  We want to make it more intentional and help other groups use the word.

4. Budget Education Program.  The Finance Committee had suggested that we offer a program to parishioners.  Father Jed suggested that we wait to discuss this with Father Larry.  We can review our program with him and let him see if it fits with his ideas.  We had considered inviting the high school personal finance teacher to spend an hour speaking.

5. Annual Report.  We need to report NEW efforts we make.  We took responsibility for the follow-up on the time and talent appeal.

6. Joe will contact Terri to see if there is anything else that might help us.  We haven’t had much guidance on what stewardship committees should be doing.  There is a publication called Today’s Parish that might have some useful information.
7. For our next meeting Cat or Joe will report on the date for our parish social.
