NEW HAVEN, CT  – On the eve of the 37th anniversary of 
the Supreme Court’s decision in Roe v. Wade, which legalized 
abortion throughout the United States, a new survey shows a 
strong majority of Americans believe abortion to be “morally 
wrong.” 
“Millennials” (those 18-29) consider abortion to be “morally 
wrong” even more (58%) than Baby Boomers (those 45-64) 
(51%). Generation X (those 30-44) are similar to Millennials 
(60% see abortion as “morally wrong”). More than 6 in 10 of 
the Greatest Generation (those 65+) feel the same.

King and his wife Naomi Barber King, 
Alveda grew up in the civil rights 
movement led by her uncle, Dr. Martin 
Luther King, Jr. Her family home in 
Birmingham, Alabama, was bombed, as 
was her father’s church office in 
Louisville, Kentucky. Alveda was jailed 
during the open housing movement. She 

sees the pro-life movement as a continuation of the civil rights 
struggle. 
Dr. King is a former college professor and served in the 
Georgia State House of Representatives. She is a best selling 
author; among her books are How Can the Dream Survive if 
we Murder the Children? and I Don’t Want Your Man, I Want 
My Own. She is an accomplished actress and songwriter. The 
Founder of King for America, Inc., Alveda is also the recipient 
of a Doctorate of Laws degree from Saint Anselm College. 
Dr. King lives in Atlanta, where she is the grateful mother of 
six and a doting grandmother.
