Student Loan Program:  Previously the Federal Government 
offered the Stafford Loans through the banks to students at an 
interest rate of 6.2% (last year).  The Fed now offers the loans 
thru the colleges at 4.5%.  The K of C had agreements with the 
banks for the rebates after payment of the loans.  This new 
way administering the loans is far better for the students, 
because the lower interest rate generates more savings for the 
student than the max rebate would have.  The Education 
Foundation is currently looking into other ways to help 
students.
