St. Patrick’s LifeTeen  Code of Conduct
Youth Participants WILL:

· Project an image of Christian Consideration, sensitivity and respect to everyone and to the prperty around them through language, dress and behavior

· Refrain from inappropriate touching and verbal harassment

· Respect other people and/or property

· Refrain from actions that could result in injury or damage to property

· Adhere to any curfew set at away activities

· Attend all scheduled activites, arriving promptly and quietly

· Be aware of noise levels, especially when leaving the room for any reason

· Maintain the spirit of the event

· Report any problems to a trusted adult

Youth Participants WILL NOT:

· Text/phone during meetings/events. All phones will be set on vibrate

· Posssess weapons of any kind

· Purchase, possess, consume, or distribute alcohol/illegal drugs

· Engage in any form of sexual activity or peer harassment

· Purchase, possess, download or distribute pornography

· Visit or gather in hotel rooms with the opposite gender at away events

These behaviors are acceptable at LifeTeen events:

· Side or shoulder to shoulder hugs

· Handshakes

· High fives and/or hand slaps

· Verbal praise for a job well done

· Arms around shoulders

· Holding hands during prayer

· Pats on the head

These behaviors are not appropriate at LifeTeen events:

· Unusally long hugs

· Kisses on the mouth

· Going off and/or being affectionate in an isolated area, away from the rest of the group

· Wrestling, tickling and piggy back rides

· Compliments or put downs that are related to how a person looks.

Please remember, if you have a problem of any kind, please speak to one of the adult CORE team members.

Please be aware that this code of conduct is for meetings as well as any events the we may attend.  Failure to abide by the code of conduct may bar the youth from participating in future meetings and events.  If the behavior warrents, it may also require the parents to come and pick up the youth, even if we are at an away event.
