The Planning Committee was formed in November, 2006 and is comprised of members that have demonstrated their interest and concern for the establishment, development and growth of St. Patrick Parish. 
The goal of the planning Committee is to generate a Development Plan that includes short-range and long-range “targets” which will include developing the facilities of our parish, culminating in the construction of our new church building, and parish strategic planning. 

The Planning Committee is composed of 7 individuals— 

Mike Kovach (Chairman), Father Mansell, Deacon McAtee, Rick Carlton (Chairman, Finance committee), Mike Froehlich, Jeff Schwoob (President, Parish Council), and Dave Forrester. 

The Committee has identified and prioritized five major parish requirements: 

(1) Additional parking 

(2) Building a Activity/Youth Center 

(3) Building the new church building 

(4) Maintaining our current facilities 

(5) Parish Rectory
 Improvement of the parking lot is the current major planning issue. 
In the coming months, items of parish-wide concern will be brought before the congregation. 

The Committee meets monthly. The meeting summary is always posted on the bulletin board the weekend following each meeting.
