Tonight’s reflection isn’t so much about Chapter 1 but the general theme of Mark’s gospel.

To be a voice in the wilderness, it’s a job anyone can do provided you have the proper training and determination.

The Gospel of Mark is a great training manual for anyone who wants to learn what it means to follow Jesus.

By studying His examples we can be better equipped for the opportunities we will encounter in our wilderness. 

In order to prepare the way for others we must first prepare our own hearts and minds, you know straighten out our own paths. It’s not easy because everyday our paths are sidetracked by worldly distractions that lead us astray. There is only one path that leads to Heaven and everything else must be left aside. 

Studying scripture is certainly one of the best ways to stay on the right path and better understand how God wants us to live.

Mark’s Gospel provides a look at Jesus in action, leading by example and calling others to follow.

The wilderness is a vast domain with may lost souls and it’s up to us to be that voice but we can only do this if we are willing to learn from the one who was sent to lead by example.

I know what you’re thinking, you’re thinking Jesus can do anything because he is the Son of God and I’m just a mere mortal. Well I have some good news for you, you can do all these things as long as you call on Jesus’ name and ask for help from the Holy Spirit.

But remember, before you can help others you must first do so for yourself. Tonight is a new opportunity to make straight your path and prepare to help others.

As Jesus says in chapter 1 verse 17 “Follow me and I will make you become fishers of men”

As for me, I say …….. Lead me on Lord, lead me on.

Let us pray:

Lord, send your Holy Spirit so that I may truly understand the words you speak. Help me to become more like you as I wander in the wilderness. Give me the voice of John the Baptist when I speak to others and help me to lead by your example when action speaks louder than words.
