Meeting opened at 10:15 AM, with prayer offered by Deacon John Coe.
Brief Review of mid-year financial report:    Sr. Margie reports that we are on target from expense reports.  Sr. Joyce has met her salary requirements through grants and donations.  The Advent Appeal garnered 4,200, half of which will go toward the our roof replacement.
New roof update:  Work on the new roof cannot begin until there is a ceertainty of 4 days of no precipitation.  Sr. Margie will address with the roofer the two concerns expressed:
1) Possible "sweating" from the roof into the crawl space 
2) Need for vents
 
Refreshment after Sunday Mass:  How is this going?  Keep refreshments as they are.  Fellowship is more important.  
Celebrate Recovery:  Angie will check and see if the Celebrate Recovery group can come and speak with parishioners to give more information on Celebrate Recovery and the possibility of holding the meetings in the Parish Hall.
Lent:  Lent begins March 9.  
The special practices of Lent are:  1. Prayer  2. Fasting  3. Almsgiving.
Sr. Margie suggested that people arrive at church 10 minutes early during the season of Lent for prayer and reflection.  She invited suggestions from the rest of the group.  Bible Study and Stations of the Cross will be offered.
She also informed the group that Holy Week Mass schedule is still up in the air and that she is unsure if we would have a priest for Easter Vigil Mass.  It was suggested that OLPH consolidate Mass schedules with St. Gregory’s Parish in Barbourville.
For our Almsgiving, Operation Rice Bowl will be initiated as it will throughout the whole Catholic Church.   Veronica suggested in addition to the Operation Rice Bowl we also create and give out food baskets to 5-10 families in our area.  Veronica will compile a list of needed items to put in the bulletin and then  begin creating the baskets as the items come in.

Parish Book Club:  Marian discussed forming a parish book club which garnered a lot of interest. A sign-up sheet will be put up in the hall.

Sr. Margie is still awaiting the response from the Bishop regarding a date for dinner at OLPH.
